Plan Commission Meeting

Minutes of January 7, 2009

· Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:01 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of November 5, 2008 Plan Commission Meeting. A motion to approve the minutes as printed was made by Fleming, second by Kozlowski. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Kozlowski, Siepmann, Fleming, Stamsta, and Tobolt, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Absent: Commissioner Klink and Attorney Chapman.

Also Present: Clerk Oman, Bob Tweeden, Steve Grant, and Barry Curci.

North Lake Sand & Gravel Conditional Use Update – Bob Tweeden – Tweeden reviewed the history of North Lake Sand and Gravel and stated a request of the conditional use was to show time progressive sequence. Tweeden said in area 1 mining was completed in 1991 or 1992, so then they started working in area 2, which is exhausted as far as sand and gravel. Tweeden said they are restoring on the west side of Kilbourn except where stockpiles are. He said they are presently in area 3 and cutting into a bigger area. Tweeden said they are pretty much on target for the timetable, but 2007 and 2008 slowed down considerably. Tweeden predicted they would be done excavating above ground level in approximately 15 years, then they will mine pits toward the west somewhere around 5 – 7 years. Tweeden said they are close to restoration versus excavation. Tweeden said dirt berms and spoil piles are by Laskin Road, and the piles are clay and topsoil and are used to restore surface areas. 

Morris stated that in the late 80’s or early 90’s there was a public hearing at the grade school for rezoning and the conditional use. Morris said it was a heated debate, but North Lake Sand & Gravel are doing what the conditional use requires of them. Oman stated she receives no complaints about them and it was mentioned that they are one of the best neighbors in the community. 

Tobolt questioned if there are standards for a gravel pit regulated by a statewide entity. Tweeden said he has a bond with the County. Tweeden stated they take water tests every month in three different areas. Tweeden said nothing would get sold or changed on the property until they are absolutely done. 
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Quadracci Property – Beaver Lake Rd – Accessory Buildings – Morris said Quadracci was removed from the agenda.

Recommended Land Use Plan Map for Waukesha County 2035 & Recommended Land Use Plan Map for Town of Merton 2035 – Haroldson said there was a public hearing for the Land Use Plan Map on December 10. Haroldson said the northwest quadrant stayed 5 acres or larger, mixed use was given in North Lake, Stone Bank, and Monches, and land bought by Blessed Teresa was left residential.

Morris asked about the Kahn Farm. Haroldson said it was left at the 3–4.9 acre density. 

Haroldson there would have to be zoning changes to meet the map. Haroldson notified the commissioners that the Town could still go in to amend the map once a year.

Haroldson said if the Town chooses to accept the Waukesha County Land Use Plan Map, she would like a caveat for any changes in the future. Haroldson said the Town would need to adopt the plan within 90 days.

Tobolt questioned the zoning on the southwest corner of Hwy E and Hwy VV. Tobolt said it is currently zoned R-1 and now has 3–5 acre density. Oman said it shows up as A-1 on the zoning map. Haroldson said it fell off of R-1 when they demapped Hwy 83. 

Haroldson said the white area on Hwy 83 was previously R-1 and would need to be looked at.

Stamsta asked how the land use map affects the cluster development. Haroldson said it would need updating.

Steve Grant – County Line Rd – Land Division – CSM​ – Haroldson said Grant formally took the CSM to Waukesha County and they made some requests that are already identified on the CSM. Haroldson said he is asking for 3 properties on a private drive and stated the existing driveway is 16’ wide is some areas and 20’ wide in other areas. Haroldson stated the Town Attorney and Waukesha County needed to review the driveway maintenance agreement. Haroldson said the highway department and the fire chief inspected the drive and it is safe for access.
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Siepmann asked about the route taken with the easement and asked if it follows an existing path through the trees. Grant said no. Siepmann suggested that he jog it around the wetlands to avoid problems.

Stamsta questioned if there should be a building envelope on lot 2. Siepmann said Grant should have the setbacks identified on all lots.

A motion to recommend approval of the CSM to the Town Board subject to comments from Waukesha County Parks and Land Use and also subject to wetland delineation setbacks for lots 2 and 3 was made by Siepmann, second by Stamsta. Motion carried.

Planner Update:

a. Park Adhoc Committee – Haroldson said the Park Committee has prioritized what they are going to work on in 2009. Haroldson stated they would be working on the trails to connect Churchill Ridge Subdivision to the school, the community parks, and parking in the North Lake area. 
A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Kozlowski. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 8:23 p.m.
