Plan Commission Meeting

Minutes of February 4, 2009

· Called to Order by Acting Chair Fleming.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Acting Chair Fleming.

· Minutes of 1/7/09 Plan Commission Meeting. Tobolt stated on page 2 the name Kaun was spelled incorrectly. A motion to approve the minutes as corrected was made by Stamsta, second by Tobolt. Motion carried.

Present: Commissioners Tobolt, Siepmann, Fleming, Klink, and Stamsta, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Absent: Chairman Morris and Commissioner Kozlowski.

Also Present: Clerk Oman, Brian Witteman and Richard Sherer of Deep River Partners, and Eric Jaerud.

Old Business: None

New Business:

Eric Jaerud, Lake Country Customs, Hartman Court, Plan of Operation – Haroldson said Lake Country Customs LLC would install mobile electronics, alarms, remote starts, audio, video, etc. in the Priebe building in the space formally occupied by Heat Cheer. Haroldson said the use is fine in M-1 zoning.

Haroldson stated some buildings heating systems are not designed for car storage and cars should be parked outside. Tobolt questioned if this building is that type of building and if he is storing flammable substances. Chapman stated if the owner has cans of flammable substances laying around, it ought to be marked on the Plan of Operation.

Haroldson asked Jaerud if he is storing any flammable substances. Jaerud said no. Haroldson asked if Jaerud is storing automobiles in the building overnight. Jaerud said yes. Haroldson told Jaerud he would have to run that by the building inspector. Jaerud said he told the owner of the building there would be overnight storage. Fleming told Jaerud to check with the building inspector.

A motion to approve the Plan of Operation for Lake Country Customs LLC subject to the tenant conforming with the state administrative code for overnight inside vehicle storage was made by Siepmann, second by Klink. Motion carried.

Quadracci Property – Beaver Lake Road – Accessory Buildings – Sherer said the project is to tear down the existing structurally leaning garage and build new. Sherer said the design is consistent with the on site buildings. 
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Fleming asked if the new garage is the same size. Sherer said it has a little different configuration. Tobolt asked what the other outbuildings were used for. Sherer stated shed 1 is a used as a playhouse/storage area, shed 2 is a sails and boat paddle storage, and shed 3 is a potting shed. Stamsta asked if there would be living quarters. Sherer said no. Fleming asked if there would be a lift. Sherer said yes.

Sherer said right now there is 180° turn to get in the garage and with this garage it would be a 90° turn. Witteman said Waukesha County wouldn’t issue the zoning permit until they have Town’s decision. Witteman stated the Town Board of Adjustment granted the height.

Klink asked if Quadracci plans on doing this with all the other outbuildings. Sherer said he doesn’t know, but the buildings look sound.

A motion to approve the Quadraccis number of outbuildings proposed to include the new garage was made by Tobolt, second by Stamsta. Motion carried. 

Waukesha County Land Use Plan Recommendations – Haroldson said the Plan Commission talked about mapping and throughout the year talked about the chapters of the land use plan. Haroldson stated she is looking for a recommendation from the Plan Commission to the Town Board to go forward and approve the Waukesha County Land Use Plan. Haroldson stated she emailed Dale Shaver about a correction or two. 

Tobolt questioned the corrections. Haroldson said Tobolt’s parcel didn’t get back to R-1, but got the density down to 3 acres versus 5 acres; Kaun’s parcel was approved verbally for 1.5 – 2.9 acres, but was not mapped; a section of quarrying is incorrect, and mixed use in Stone Bank was asked for. Haroldson also stated that McBroom’s 5-acre parcel is incorrect. Tobolt said if the Town is aware of the one parcel on Hwy 83, the Town should put that one in there too. Tobolt said that is six corrections. 

Haroldson said she is asking for approval of the overall plan. Oman said if you approve one, you’re approving the other. Stamsta clarified the County Board already approved the plan and the map and the Town has to decide if it wants to support it and then adopt it.

Oman suggested the map get corrected. Haroldson said it has to be approved by the Town Board by May 2nd or 3rd and the Town’s Land Use Plan has to be perfected by then as well. Tobolt asked if Haroldson could get a letter of intent. 
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Haroldson said yes. Klink said to put this off until the Town has a corrected map. No action was taken.

Mid-Kettle Moraine Partners Video – Haroldson said Mid-Kettle Moraine Partners are looking for a Resolution from the Town supporting their efforts and their program.

Oman questioned how many miles they need to contain it. Stamsta said the State just got areas to the east and the north. Klink stated Waukesha County has been aggressively acquiring those parcels. Haroldson said the Washington County Land Trust goes to the developer and works with them to preserve the land. Oman questioned how to get land they don’t have. Tobolt said the time to get them is as they come up for development.

A motion to recommend the Town Board to adopt a resolution adopting the mission of Mid-Kettle Partners Group was made by Tobolt, second by Klink. Motion carried.

Planner Update: Haroldson said there was no update.

A motion to adjourn was made by Klink, second by Siepmann. Motion carried.

Meeting adjourned at 7:58 p.m.
