Plan Commission Meeting

March 3, 2010

· Meeting Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:00 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of the February 3, 2010 Plan Commission Meeting. A motion to approve the minutes as printed was made by Fleming, second by Klink. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Tobolt, Fleming, Klink, and Stamsta, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Absent: Commissioners Siepmann and Good.

Also Present: Clerk Oman and Jim Gutzwiller.

Old Business:

Outdoor Wood Burning Furnace Ordinance – Chapman stated 4a was listed for areas zoned agricultural use and has been changed, 4e was changed to 350 feet and the height was changed. Fleming stated if the furnace becomes a nuisance the Town could still do something. Morris suggested that a copy of the ordinance go out to everyone who has an outdoor wood burning furnace. 

A motion to recommend approval to the Town Board of the new ordinance with revisions was made by Klink, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Stone Bank Cold Storage – Plan of Operation – Haroldson said this is an updated Plan of Operation dated March 2, 2010 which lists that it is now B-3 zoning, an attachment for hours of operation and special events is included with the Plan of Operation, and the refrigerator trailer has been removed.

Chapman reviewed the addendum to the Plan of Operation stating the value added production is a phase to be added to the business at a later date. Gutzwiller said he would like to have it as soon as possible. 

Chapman stated there would be no retail sales except for special events that are limited to 4 per year for 2 days each. Gutzwiller said he was approached about retail sales for seafood. Chapman said it’s easy to amend the Plan of Operation. Klink said if the front area were rented, he would need to come back to the Plan Commission. Chapman stated to notify the clerk of dates and hours for special events.

Chapman stated overnight parking is permissible. The question was raised if Deli Express is still there and parked overnight. Gutzwiller said Deli Express removed 
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the tractor-trailer, but the small refrigerator unit is still there. Chapman said tractors and tractor-trailers can’t run at night and can’t park overnight. Oman said she heard complaints over and over about running refrigeration units all the time. Tobolt questioned how products keep if they are kept on the trailer overnight. Gutzwiller said they are shipped at –15 degrees.

Chapman stated approximately 25 trucks are allowed Monday through Friday with occasional trucks on Saturday and Sunday to meet demand and one truck every Sunday for approximately 20 minutes to supply Delivery Express.

Tobolt asked for more specifics on Delivery Express. Gutzwiller said Delivery Express stores their products, load their trucks for delivery, and then they are gone. Chapman stated that he would add that Delivery Express Inc shall rent space from permittee. Tobolt questioned how often Delivery Express is there. Gutzwiller said every day once a day.

A motion to recommend approval with corrections was made by Fleming, second by Stamsta. Motion carried.

New Business:

Todd Lynch – CSM to Combine Lots – Hasslinger Dr – Haroldson said nothing significant needs to be changed, but quirky little things were left out.  Haroldson reviewed some of the changes that need to be made.

A motion to recommend approval with final corrections to the Town Board for signatures was made by Fleming, second by Tobolt. Motion carried.

CSM Checklist – Haroldson said she’s had a few run-ins with surveyors about what is needed for CSMs. Haroldson said some things on the checklist only apply to Waukesha County, she would like to make the checklist a policy or tie it to the ordinance, and she would like the support of the Plan Commission. Haroldson said the checklist would serve as a reminder to her and also to the Plan Commissioners. 

Tobolt questioned where on the checklist is the drainage plan that the Town requires people to have. Haroldson said the stormwater management facilities are on the checklist. Haroldson stated the surveyors make a comment regarding the stormwater and drainage. Tobolt said the engineering companies are not walking the field and questioned if it’s enough for them to comment. Haroldson said they should note in the letter that they were out in the field and looked at the site. 
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Tobolt said if the Town doesn’t require items, they shouldn’t be on the list because by having it on the checklist it implies that the Town reviewed the condition. Haroldson said the due diligence is on the surveyor. 

Tobolt stated the checklist was a good tool and suggested a Town of Merton draft be done and brought back to the Plan Commission. 

Planner Update:

Park Update – Haroldson had no update.

Trail Update – Haroldson said she met with Mary Lou Findley and stated there are areas where they only want to give 20’ for the trail. Haroldson said she is talking with Findley about how to improve the trail and standards.

Morris questioned Haroldson on Chapter 18 and suggested she bring parts of it to the Plan Commission. Haroldson said she would bring definitions and residential control to the next meeting. Morris questioned when she thought this would be done. Haroldson said October or November. 

A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Klink. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:59 p.m.
