Plan Commission Meeting

Minutes of March 18, 2009

· Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:25 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of the March 4, 2009 Plan Commission Meeting. A motion to approve the minutes as printed was made by Fleming, second by Kozlowski. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Kozlowski, Siepmann, Fleming, Klink, Stamsta, and Tobolt, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

· Town of Merton Comprehensive Plan (Smart Growth), Public Input – none

Old Business:

Town of Merton Comprehensive Plan (Smart Growth) – Chapman said there will be a public hearing on April 28 on the same day as the Town Board meeting to approve the Town of Merton Comprehensive Plan and to adopt the ordinance. Chapman said State Statues 62.23 and 66.1001 states the Plan Commission recommends the comprehensive plan resolution to the Town Board. Chapman clarified the Town of Merton title as Comprehensive Plan – 2035 so it coincides with Waukesha County. Chapman said the Comprehensive Plan – 2035 will supercede Land Use Plan 2020 and will be sent to entities located within the Town, municipalities adjacent to the Town, the Town Hall Library and the Village of Hartland Library.

Morris asked if the Town has to approve the County’s plan. Haroldson said if the Town has their own plan, they don’t have to approve the County’s. Chapman recommended the map be amended in January of 2010 for the Quarry property and the Kaun property.

Chapman said the State approves the Comprehensive Plan before the public hearing. Chapman stated the Town Board could approve the plan and the ordinance at the Town Board meeting on the April 28 in order to get it done by May 4; otherwise they would have to have a special meeting.

Stamsta questioned page 1-6 in Chapter 10. Chapman said it is incorrect and needs to be rewritten.
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A motion to recommend to the Town Board approval of the Town of Merton Comprehensive Plan –2035 including maps and subject to changes and corrections discussed by the Plan Commission and adoption of the resolution was made by Stamsta, second by Fleming. Motion carried unanimous.

New Business:

European Machine Tools LLC, Plan of Operation – Christine Ln – Haroldson stated the owner is storing his product at this location and is going to submit a plan to the building inspector for a mezzanine and office space. Haroldson said he goes out to locations to repair machines.  

Tobolt asked about signage. Haroldson said it is a standard sign for the multi-commercial buildings.  Siepmann said hours of operation should be clarified.

Oman said the owners of the incubators are storing things, but are not coming to the Town and it is causing trouble with the fire inspectors.

Morris said to postpone action on this plan of operation. 

Planner Update: None

A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried.
