Plan Commission Meeting

Minutes of April 15, 2009

· Meeting Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:00 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of the March 18, 2009 Plan Commission Meeting. A motion to approve the minutes as printed was made by Stamsta, second by Klink. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Tobolt, Fleming, Klink, and Stamsta, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson, Deputy Clerk Claas.

Absent: Commissioners Kozlowski and Siepmann.

Also Present: Clerk Oman and Jerry Matteson.

Old Business:

European Machine Tools, LLC – Plan of Operation – Christine Lane – Haroldson stated this is the same plan of operation that was submitted at the last meeting, and she clarified with the owner that the building would be used for storage only, there would be no office at this time, he would be the only employee, and if there were to be any changes to his operation he would come back to the Plan Commission. Haroldson said he has a permit with the building inspector for a mezzanine and Haroldson believes the signs are in place.

A motion to approve the plan of operation was made by Fleming and second by Tobolt. Motion carried.

Town of Merton Comprehensive Plan – Timeline & Update – Haroldson stated the deadline was met and the changes were made in Chapter 10 per the Attorney’s request. Haroldson stated the notice was not published properly by the newspaper, so there would be a public hearing on April 28 for a conditional approval and another public hearing on May 12 for the Town Board to formally approve.

Morris asked if Waukesha County had to approve the plan. Haroldson said the State has to approve the plan and Waukesha County has to incorporate our plan into their plan, which they have done by the map.

Haroldson questioned if there was a need to have an informational meeting for the land use plan before the public hearing. Chapman said the Town satisfied that requirement.
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New Business:

Jerry Matteson – Beaver Lake Road – CSM to Combine Lots – Matteson said there was a change in his mortgage and they requested all three parcels to be one. Matteson said the parcel would be just under one acre and the house is located on two pieces of property.

Haroldson stated Waukesha County would need to review, the Village of Chenequa needs to be added for extraterritorial jurisdiction, the seal is missing, the road right-of-way needs to be changed, and Town of Genesee needs to be changed to Town of Merton.

Haroldson showed how the three parcels lay out. Chapman said it would get rid of a flagged lot.

A motion to recommend approval of the CSM with corrections to the Town Board after planner review was made by Stamsta, second by Klink. Motion carried.

Park Committee Meeting – Klink stated the North Lake Fire Dept. and the Stone Bank Fire Dept are doing a burn out of the prairie on this Saturday, the 18th, starting at 7:30 or 8:00 a.m. 

Klink said the chips for the rest of the path at the Soccer Park should be done by the end of the week.

Morris stated that 90% of the Plan Commission is on the Park Committee and asked the Commissioners if they would like the Park Committee meetings to be included with the Plan Commission meetings. The Commissioners thought that was a good idea.

There was discussion regarding different properties in the North Lake area that could potentially be used for parking for the local businesses. Tobolt questioned parking on Hwy 83. Klink stated the DOT wouldn’t allow us more parking on Hwy 83 except pass Wangerin’s property.

Oman said she would like Morris, Klink, Donna Klink, Jeanne Ann Frederickson, the gal at Schweitzer’s who helps with the Town Center, and herself to discuss landscaping plans at the Town Center. Tobolt clarified that the money from the Town Center comes out of the park fund. Morris said to have Valerie Schweitzer and Jeanne Ann Frederickson come to the next Plan Commission meeting. 
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Haroldson said she called the Village of Sussex to discuss the cost of disc golf, which she thought could be a possibility for the Town of Merton Soccer Park.

Oman stated the Monches Park was vandalized again and the deputy that filed the report recommended an alarm system. Oman said the doors are being rammed with vehicles and Earl Cull will be reinforcing the back of the doors.

Tobolt asked who’s in charge of the Tennis Courts. Fleming said the North Lake Fire Dept. is responsible and have it in their budget to grind out and resurface the tennis courts this year.

A motion to adjourn was made by Stamsta, second by Klink. Meeting was adjourned at 7:42 p.m.
