Plan Commission Meeting

May 5, 2010

· Meeting Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 9:26 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of the April 7, 2010 Plan Commission Meeting. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Stamsta, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Tobolt, Siepmann, Fleming, Klink, Stamsta, and Good, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Also Present: Clerk Oman, Ben Brzeksi, Dave Bogie, Lindsay Wallace, Chris Protz, Jill Rick (LCR), and two other citizens.

Old Business: None

New Business:

Tyme Out Center – Conditional Use #5 Schedule of Events Detail – Haroldson stated the Tyme Out Center is allowed 5 events per year and currently use one and would like to use the other 4 for a farmer’s market. Brzeksi, Executive Director of the Tyme Out Center, said he surveyed local residents and received about 150 responses with positive feedback. They would like to have the farmer’s market twice monthly on Thursdays from 3:30 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. and would like to start the first Thursday in June and have two in June, two in July, two in August, two in September, and one in October. 

Morris asked if it would be a glorified flea market and asked if Tyme Out has criteria. Brzeksi stated they would have no wholesale, vendors would have to grow their products, and they are using criteria that West Bend uses. There will be no street parking and this year would be a trial run.

Haroldson said this is in shoreland jurisdiction and Waukesha County said 4 events was ok, but now Tyme Out is asking for 9 and they should go back to Waukesha County. Brzeksi said the library would no longer have a farmer’s market, but would be present to be part of the community events booth. There would be no other booths other than farmers’ booths and a community booth, only plants and produce would be offered, and they may have demonstrations on how to use the produce. Signage that is 1’ x 3’ would be up a couple of days prior to the event and would be taken down after the farmer’s market. Haroldson said the events should be reviewed in 2011.
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Chapman recommended the Plan Commission vote and he would put provisions in a work of order and bring back to the Plan Commission.

A motion to approve the events was made by Fleming, second by Stamsta. Motion carried.

Bogie Enterprises – Plan of Operation (Fred’s Sanitation Business Bldg.) –Christine Lane – Wallace originally had an auto business and disbanded it. Bogie said he would be selling sewer equipment to municipalities and the state requires a dealer’s license. He is leasing space and 2 parking spaces from Wallace. One or two vehicles would be on the property at a time for 4 to 6 weeks. 

A motion to approve the plan of operation for Bogie Enterprises, Inc. with a maximum of 2 sewer trucks at a time at the location was made by Tobolt, second by Klink. Motion carried.

Camp Whitcomb Boys & Girls Club – Conditional Use Permit – Addition of Playground Equipment – Chris Protz, Executive Director, stated Camp Whitcomb was given the opportunity to receive a KaBoom Playground to honor Ed Zore for his many years of service to the community. The equipment is for ages 5 –12, and will be camp colors of green and brown, which will blend into the camp scenery. Protz said it would take 1 day to build in a 40’ x 60’ area; wood chips would be used, and the playground would be handicap accessible. Haroldson said Camp Whitcomb is in shoreland jurisdiction, but Waukesha County is fine with the playground equipment.

A motion to approve the amended Plan of Operation was made by Klink, second by Tobolt. Motion carried.

Gardens of Stone Bank LLC – West Shore Drive – Request to Amend Conditional Use Permit (aka: Stone Bank Presbyterian Cemetery) to Construct and Operate a Chapel for Services, Office and Cremations – Chapman reviewed the resolution he prepared. Stamsta asked if this was the first step of approval. Chapman said no, it’s allowing the plan commission to continue. Chapman said the zoning code does not provide for a crematorium. Klink said by adopting the ordinance it is setting the stage to proceed and it has nothing to do with the crematorium presentation. Chapman stated if the crematorium were approved it would be granted with extensive conditions and if the crematorium is denied it would be denied with extensive reasons. 

Tobolt stated she would like it on record that she is not approving or disapproving the crematorium. 
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A motion to adopt the resolution, which states a crematorium is an unclassified use as the resolution states, was made by Tobolt, second by Stamsta. Motion carried.

Planner Update:

Mark’s Armory – Conditional Use 6-month Review – Haroldson stated number 13 on the conditional use requires the Plan Commission to review. The Town has received no complaints, but it’s hard to know if he’s complying or not as far as the number of guns onsite. Morris directed Haroldson to have Deputy Plennes talk to owner.

Park Update - Fleming asked about the path. Haroldson stated the school is not as interested because it does not save a bus and they have no money in the budget. There was discussion on the Safe Routes Grant and Haroldson asked for a committee to work on the grant. Fleming agreed to work with her.

A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Stamsta. Motion carried.
