Plan Commission Meeting

Minutes of May 6, 2009

· Meeting Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:04 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of the April 15, 2009 Plan Commission Meeting. A motion to approve the minutes as printed was made by Fleming, second by Klink. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Tobolt, Siepmann, Fleming, Klink, and Stamsta, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Also Present: Clerk Oman, Barb Allen, and Ricky Rolland.

Old Business: None

New Business:

Luce – Combining Lots by CSM – Hasslinger Dr – Haroldson stated Luce is purchasing the parcel across from his on Hasslinger Dr. and is combining the two lots to meet floor area ratio requirements. Haroldson said he doesn’t plan to build on the parcel and Waukesha County has given him conditional approval. Haroldson stated there is 42’ added to the Town Road. Klink stated until the road is dedicated, he would just rather leave it as it is.

Haroldson stated this is a lot of Mark Sellers’ property and part of the lot is in the Town of Merton and part is in the Village of Chenequa. Siepmann questioned if the portion of the parcel in the Town of Merton gives them enough land to meet the FAR. Haroldson said the parcel is a non-buildable lot and could be used for a new septic system and referred to number 4 on Waukesha County’s letter. Haroldson said there were some violations with the Luce property, and they are working on a few other things regarding offsets. 

A motion to recommend approval of the CSM to the Town Board subject to Waukesha County’s letter dated April 28, 2009 and restrictions listed in it was made by Tobolt, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

Charles Johnson - Plan of Operation – Northcrest Dr – Haroldson said Johnson has a very part-time gunsmithing service, the service is very incidental to his real job, hours are listed on the plan of operation, and he cleans and repairs guns for family and friends. Haroldson said the Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms Department requires a state license and stated this is a home occupation and thought it was a good idea for the plan of operation to come to the Plan Commission for approval. Klink asked if Johnson is operating already. Haroldson said he hasn’t gotten a permit yet and the Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms Department regulate it. Chapman said a copy of 
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these minutes along with the Plan of Operation should go to the Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms Department.

A motion to approve the plan of operation was made by Stamsta, second by Klink. Motion carried.

Park Committee Meeting:

Public Comment – None.

Downtown Landscape Maintenance and Town Centre – Haroldson said she invited Jeanne Ann Frederickson to this meeting, but there was a miscommunication. Klink stated the Town has to decide what to do at the Town Centre and some business people have offered to maintain the flowerbeds along Hwy 83.  Morris asked how many curb level beds there are. Klink said at least six and they could be consolidated if they don’t work out and grass could be planted. Klink said Codeworks and the post office offered to maintain the ones in front of their buildings. Oman said Judy at Evergreen Condos volunteered to take care of the flowerbeds by the condos. Oman said they need someone on a regular basis. Morris suggested getting recommendations from an arborist for the maintenance of the trees. Oman suggested Greg Good. Morris asked if Van Goethem is still going to do some steel work. Oman said someone should talk to him.

Park Updates – Haroldson stated that Pete Hirt and his committee are all supportive of the trails to North Lake School. Klink said the soccer trail is done.

Planner Update: 

· Accessory Building Zoning Code – Haroldson said there is a glitch in this ordinance and the order of sentences regarding an exception of 3% of the total area or 5,000 square feet. Chapman said the issue is the exception applies to more than two outbuildings. Chapman said the accessory building ordinance should be an item on the next agenda.

· Storm water Video – The Plan Commission watched the Municipal Storm Water Pollution Prevention video.

A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 8:06 p.m.
