Plan Commission Meeting 

Minutes of May 18th, 2011
· Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:27p.m. 
· Pledge of Allegiance 

· Minutes Plan Commission Meeting of May 4th and Public Hearings of March 16th and May 4th. 
A motion to approve all minutes by Fleming, second by Stamsta. Stamsta asked for a correction to the public hearing minutes for Lake Country Unitarian Church. Stamsta indicated he asked for the framework to be painted on the solar panels. Correction accepted. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Fleming, Stamsta and Good Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson and Clerk Oman.

Absent: Commissioners Siepmann, Klink and Newman.

Also Present: Amy Barrows, Waukesha County, John from Terra Tec, Mr. Kubale and Tom Dunham, Vic Poppa and Mike Sabourin. 

New Business: Chairman moved to the       
Eric and Dawn Haertle, Conditional Use Permit Recommendations – Chapman said he would write conditions down tonight, and bring back to the plan commission to recommend to the county. Chapman indicated the following:
1. Elevation to be no higher than 2-1/2 to 3’

2. Driveway location has no walls but berms or mounds

3. Re-establish the grades

4. Top soil to be spread out, no stock piles 

5. Septic pipe above grade on exhibits

6. Comply with County for Storm water Permit if needed

Barrows said the town issues their permit and recommends to the County. Include storm water permit if necessary but it is more an erosion control issue. Morris said to add silt fencing. Barrows said maybe around the side of the garage. 

John said with the installation of the driveway they will have a catch basin for infiltration to keep the water in the front yard. 

Barrows commented it is a 10,000 sq. ft. house so they had to deal with the DNR on the infiltration basin, which most would soak into the soil. John yes, should go to the water table and no phosphorous runoff to the lake. Morris said runoff from entire yard. Chapman asked if they had to get a Chapter 30 permit. Barrows said yes, 1st floor is 4800sq.ft, garage is 1300sqft, and basement is 6000sq.ft overall the house is 9737sq.ft. Good asked if it was standing water. Barrows said there are wetlands.
Kubale talked about the well everyone use to use. Said it was an artesian spring. 
Barrows said they would need storm water permit if necessary. 

A motion was made to approve conditional use permit with berms/mounds not to exceed 3’ by Fleming second by Good and restore for mature trees. Motion carried. 

Chapman asked if the driveway was in. John said not yet but they need to cut in ASAP. Barrows said they would be on the 3rd week in June meeting at the County. 

Old Business: 

Lake Country Unitarian Church, Grace Dr.; Installation of Solar Panel System, Special Permit –
Morris stated that WE Energies has pulled all the funding on projects like this. Planner said there was digging going on. 

Chapman said the building inspector should sign the permit first and the owner should accept the conditions before the permit is issued. 

Good asked about the landscape plan. Chapman said plan completed by 9-30-11. 

A motion was made to approve by Stamata, second by Good with the condition the landscaping is completed by 9-30-11, accepted by Stamsta. Motion carried. 

Planner will get the landscaping plan. 

North Lake Sand & Gravel, Spill Prevention, Control and Countermeasures Plan of January 2011, Per CUP Condition #6  – Haroldson stated the condition should be #11, to accept the Spill Prevention Plan required by the Plan Commission for compliance. Chapman said it is part of the conditional use and has now been complied with. 
A motion was made to accept the Spill Prevention Plan by Fleming, second by Stamsta. Motion carried. 
New Business:  

Stone Bank Pub, Conditional Use Permit and Plan of Operation Update – Haroldson said the Plan Commission was here today for the plan of operation. She stated the conditional use covers the B2 zoning and the 2 apartments. 
The Plan Commission was given a calendar listing the proposed activities: 

· Volleyball/Horseshoes on Wed. and Thurs. nights. From 5 to 9p.m – Extend premises for alcohol consumption through liquor license
· Outdoor Car Night on Thursdays from 5 to 9p.m. - no alcohol 

· Live Music Indoors on Thursdays and Saturdays from 7p.m. – 12:30a.m.

· Yearly St. Patrick’s Day Party – Would apply for event permit.

· One Car Show on Saturday the end of September or 1st weekend in October – Would apply for event permit. 

Haroldson was concerned about parking. 
Poppa state the lines are faded, with the dual zoning, gravel starts the R-3 zoning where they park and there is additional gravel to the East for cars, he thought there were over 40 spots. 

Good said all these events planned for to bring business in. Poppa said yes. He said typically Monday is there slowest night and people seem to come out more towards the end of the week. Morris said North Lake is pretty much closed on Mondays. Sabourin said they are promoting their wing night on Mondays and it seems to have helped. Poppa said the schedule for car enthusiasts happened to land on Thursdays for an opening. 

Fleming said there would be no amplified music. Poppa said no everything would be done by sunset. 

Haroldson was concerned about all these events and parking. She asked if there would be sufficient parking, because there is concern of overflow parking going to neighboring streets. She only saw 29 spots. Poppa said they have a verbal agreement with the dentist to park employee’s cars. 

Chapman said this was an extensive plan of operation and would like the planner to summarize and bring back to the town board because they’re the ones who will get these calls and would also need to be submitted to the County. Chapman said this plan of operation can be enforced. Poppa indicated these activities shouldn’t produce too much noise.  Chapman asked if both properties on either side were residential. Haroldson said yes. Consensus was given for approval from the Plan Commission. Summary will be brought back. 

Planner Update: 

Draft zoning map as prepared and modernized by Waukesha County Parks and Land Use - Harold son stated this zoning map is now in digital format. It shows FEMA mapping and the Town is to indicate if corrections are needed. Haroldson said they have shoreland jurisdiction around the Mason Creek. Morris said Tall Pines was looking at the Mason Creek for silt flowing into North Lake. 
Morris talked about the Lawton and Elsinger farms and Pernell Woods by the ditch. Haroldson said Tom Halquist got a call from the NLMD but never got the chance to talk to them about the gravel pit where they dump material. Discussion on dredging the river and waste materials. Fleming talked about the NLMD and his parent’s farm on Hwy 83. 

Storage of Junk – The Plan Commission were given a copy of the new Chapter 15, Property Maintenance. Oman stated the building inspector and planner were looking for a policy and procedure to have more teeth for violations. Ie: per day violation, letter, fines. 
Chapman said there is a provision in the zoning code, public nuisance and an appeal process which would be through the board of adjustment. 

Haroldson said then Chapter 17 and Chapter 15 could tie out together. Chapman said yes. 

A motion was made to adjourn by Stamsta, second by Fleming.
