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· Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 6:30 p.m.
· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris
· Minutes of the May 18, 2011 Plan Commission Meeting and Public Hearing.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Fleming, second by Stamsta. Motion Carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Newman, Siepmann, Fleming, Klink, Stamsta, and Good, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.
Also Present: Clerk Oman and Tom Halquist.

Old Business:

Eric and Dawn Haertle – Conditional Use Permit Recommendations – Chapman reviewed the conditional use permit stating the permit should be forwarded to Waukesha County. 

Siepmann stopped by the site today and said based on what he saw there would be limited impact on the lake side and thinks the plan fits the site very well. Morris said the new driveway is completely different than the existing driveway. Haroldson stated the conditional use is only for the berms and the driveway.

A motion to send to the Town Board for approval and to the County for approval subject to the list of conditions was made by Siepmann, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

North Lake Sand & Gravel Conditional Use Permit Update – Chapman reviewed the conditional use permit renewal stating it is important to list that no one appeared in opposition to the conditional use being renewed and the renewal  is from a period of ten years from September 11, 2011. Under special conditions Chapman added entry to and activity on the premises must be in accordance with Mine Safety and Health Administration. He also included both options of cash or letter of credit under paragraph 3.e.

Oman asked if the Town continues with Lake Country Engineering and the $500.00 charge. Chapman said yes.

A motion to recommend approval to the Town Board was made by Klink, second by Stamsta. Motion carried.

New Business:

Chapter 18 Update – Recommendation to the Town Board - The Plan Commission reviewed the Chapter 18 updates.  Stamsta asked if PUD was still in Chapter 18. Haroldson said it’s actually in the zoning code. Chapman questioned the wording of 18.24(4) and it would be worded accordingly. Section 18.27 doesn’t read well and fees should be done annually by resolution according to Chapman. There was discussion on adding all sections of 18.30 applicable to CSMs should be listed in 18.41(10). Section 18.46(2), (3) & (4) will go back under 18.45 Street Classification as it was previously and Street Arrangement will be 18.46. Section 18.48(5) should include all streets and driveways. Section 18.54 was amended in 2006, but Siepmann requested that 18.55(3)(b) should be changed to tanks must be made of fiberglass or other materials approved by the Town engineer.

Chapman recommended the Plan Commission not approve Chapter 18 until corrections and changes are made.    

Planner Update:

Policy and Procedure on Ordinance Violations with regard to (Storage of Junk, Property Maintenance, Public Nuisance etc.) – Haroldson asked the commissioners how the Town should deal with complaints and concerns. Oman questioned the response time; 30 days and cite? Chapman said the Town needs a procedure. First step is to write letter and give them 30 days to respond. The next step is to issue a citation or to have the attorney write a letter giving a time frame. Chapman said there can’t be an absolute procedure. Each case has to be looked at. If they make good progress, write a letter thanking them and work with them to get compliance.

Fleming asked when there would be a park meeting. He said the sign for the Oconomowoc River Conservancy is in sad shape and he would like to look at a different style of sign. Morris said to put it on the next agenda.

A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 8:21 p.m.
