Plan Commission Meeting

June 2, 2010

· Meeting Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 6:51 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of the May 5, 2010 Public Hearings. A motion to approve the public hearing minutes was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried. 

· Minutes of the May 5, 2010 Plan Commission Meeting. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Fleming, second by Stamsta. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Tobolt, Siepmann, Fleming, Klink, Stamsta, and Good, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Also Present: Clerk Oman, Waukesha County Staff Representative Peggy Tilley, Richard & Mary Bock, Joyce Chapman, David Newman, and Chris Rozek.

No Discussion Item – Deadline for Taking Action on the Proposed Conditional Use for the Tribute Co., August 4th, 2010 For the Plan Commission and August 10th, 2010 for the Town Board – Chapman said the normal timeline to act is 30 days for the Plan Commission and 60 days for the Town Board. Plan Commissioners were given a lot of information and Chapman would be happy to meet with them individually or a couple at a time for questions and proper procedures and the Plan Commissioners should contact Haroldson, Oman or Claas to arrange meetings. Chapman discussed a July meeting agenda item for a possible workshop on crematorium issues, but the meeting would be full, so this is an alternative arrangement.

Chapman stated the letters the Plan Commissioners received subsequently are not part of the formal public hearing, but the letters received up to and during the public hearing are. Chapman said the reason that the other letters are not part of the public hearing is because if it went to court, the petitioner would have had no opportunity to rebut the letters that were received after the public hearing.

Old Business: None

New Business:

Element Display Group, LLC – Plan of Operation – Water’s Building – Hartman Court – Rozek stated stylists tools have to be in jars and instead of using just plain jars, they have decorative jars and knobs they sell to salons and wholesalers. They also sell salon aprons for stylists. UPS delivers the jars about once a month, there would be a couple of small offices in front of the building, Rozek is not sure about employees but someone would be working there on the weekends, the sign will be a decal with their logo on it, there would probably be about three autos per day, and cardboard and broken glass would be recycled. Rozek said they would sell their products on the Internet, through representative groups in North Carolina, at trade shows, and at beauty shows. Chapman clarified there would be no retail. Haroldson stated the building inspector has concerns because the space and walls have not been approved by the State.
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A motion to approve the Plan of Operation for Element Display Group LLC on Hartman Court subject to all necessary building approvals was made by Tobolt, second by Siepmann. Motion carried. 

Mary & Richard Bock – Florencetta Hts – Conditional Use Permit for Land Altering Activities – Chapman stated the items to be included in Waukesha County’s Conditional Use Permit should include construction plans, erosion control plans for the Town and the County, a landscape plan for the Town and the County, no construction in the PEC on the southeast corner, a permit to replace the stone on the northeast corner, and more precise plans filed with the County and approved by the Town Planner. Chapman thought the DNR would not need to be involved. Siepmann thought they might need a NR216 permit for land disturbance. Tilley said she would get the Bock’s a DNR contact person.

A motion to recommend approval of the construction to the Town Board subject to the conditions was made by Stamsta, second by Klink. Motion carried unanimously.

Kettle Moraine United Presbyterian Church – Hwy K – Terminate County Conditional Use Permit for the Church Operation – No longer Under County Shoreland/Floodplain Jurisdiction – Haroldson stated in 2007 Kettle Moraine United Presbyterian Church created a CSM by combining 3 lots into 2 lots and originally both were owned by the Church.  Lot 1 is the church and lot 2 is the cemetery, which was sold to the Tribute Company. The church no longer falls under shoreland jurisdiction and only a portion of the cemetery parcel is still under shoreland jurisdiction.

A motion to recommend approval to the Town Board the removal of the portions of these two parcels of CSM 10455 from the County shoreland jurisdiction as outlined in our application at the last meeting subject to approval by the County was made by Siepmann, second by Tobolt. Motion carried.

Tyme Out Center – Hwy C – Order to Amend Conditional Use #5 Schedule of Events Detail – Chapman reviewed the order of amendment stating events are increased to ten, the 300 person limitation remains in force but not for the farmer’s market, vendors shall not exceed 15, the hours of operation are from 3:30 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. with set up authorized at 2:00 p.m. and premises to be vacated at 7:00 p.m., there will be a community event booth, and the Plan Commission shall review and allow it to remain for another year or terminate the order and revert back to paragraph 5 on page 1.

Haroldson has concerns with approving signs in the County right of way. Chapman said they should get permission from County. Klink said they could hang the signs on their fence. Oman said the Town now has a sign ordinance and Stone Bank Nursery was asked to remove the signs on their fence. Tobolt said she envisioned signs further down the road. Klink said if County doesn’t like it, they would take the signs down. Chapman said if the Town doesn’t have the signs in the amendment, the Tyme Out Center couldn’t have the signs at all.

A motion to approve the order to amend the conditional use permit was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried.
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Parks:

Striping Parking Lots – Soccer Park & Monches Park as Recommended by the Park Committee – Oman said to restripe the soccer park and the Monches Park parking lots will cost $700.00 for both and was recommended by the park committee. They would also like to plant two trees at the Town Center and three along Hwy 83 for $1248.00. Stamsta said he is okay with the striping, but not with the Town Center.

A motion to approve the striping of the park lots and the planting of the trees was made by Fleming, second by Klink. Motion carried.

Estimated Engineering Consultant Costs for Bike Trail from North Lake School to Churchill Ridge – Haroldson said the park committee recommended $400.00 to Yaggy Colby for engineering consultant costs for the bike trail. Ruekert Mielke’s bid was $690.00. Haroldson said one engineering consultant offered assistance for free, if Haroldson writes the grant. Haroldson said she did not ask both consultants the same questions.

A motion to approve $400.00 for Yaggy Colby was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried.

Planner Update: Haroldson stated the Town has an increase in requests for wind energy conversion towers and suggested the Plan Commission look at where they can go. The Plan Commission can restrict where they go by the fall radius. Siepmann thought the Plan Commission can’t prohibit where they go and asked if the Town has the right to tell petitioners yes or no. Haroldson said WE Energies has an energies grant program.

Haroldson stated the Town is also getting request for two chickens. The ordinance states the need for 3 acres for 20 fowl, but it doesn’t address two chickens.

Fleming questioned the repairs on the Monches park fence. Oman said a century fence will be installed next week and then she will submit it to the insurance.

A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
