Milwaukee Boys Club, Camp Whitcomb/Mason – Camp Whitcomb Rd – Special Use Permit for Solar Panel System – Chapman stated a Special Use Permit would be issued by the Building Inspector. Conditions of the Special Use Permit will be as follows:

· The site plan will be attached
· The Project Soarr document dated June 27, 2011 will be attached
· The project sketches B, C, and D  will be attached
· Maintenance information
· If the system becomes non-functional and no longer operational, it will be removed. 
· There will be 8 panels flush on the roof
· The system will be operational 24 hours a day. 

Newman asked if trees would need to be addressed in the near future. He was told no. Klink stated this is a perfect location.

A motion to approve the Special Use Permit was made by Fleming, second by Stamsta. Motion carried unanimously. 

The Special Use Permit will be brought back to the next meeting and formally finalized at that time.

Arrowhead High School – CTH K – Land Altering Conditional Use Permit – Haroldson stated that County has no jurisdiction over this project, but they would need to get an erosion control permit from Waukesha County. Duffy said the erosion control is in place and he would get a copy of it to the Planner.

Conditions of the permit are as follows:

· Two pages of reference will be attached
· Land altering will be 350’ to 400’ in length
· Remove only one row of trees and only as necessary
· Erosion Control  approved by Waukesha County

A motion to recommend approval of the Conditional Use Permit to the Town Board subject to the conditions was made by Klink, second to Stamsta. Motion carried unanimously.

Dr. Patty Erickson – Hwy 83 – Plan of Operation – Erickson bought Dr. Herrick’s business and everything in it as is for her dental practice. The Town does not have a plan of operation on file. Haroldson said the hours are 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday, the building is in B-2 zoning, she plans on eventually having 6 employees, and there is no outside storage.  There is parking for two vehicles inside the garage, two in front of the garage, and four parallel parking spaces, one of which is handicap parking. The property is in Waukesha County shoreland jurisdiction.

Fleming suggested Erickson add hours and days to her plan of operation so she wouldn’t have to come back to the Town. Siepmann asked if she would be open for emergency issues; middle of the night, after hours, weekends, etc. She agreed to change her hours from 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. Monday through Sunday.

Newman asked about her sign. Erickson said it would be a like size sign to the existing sign with the name North Lake Family Dentistry. Morris said Erickson would not need a permit for the sign as long as it meets the requirements.

A motion to approve the Plan of Operation within the limits of the sign and subject to Waukesha County was made by Fleming, second by Newman. Motion carried.

Planner Update – Haroldson said Chapter 18 is on the Town Board agenda Tuesday, she is working with Waukesha County on the Trails Map, and she will contact Mr. Grimm for the Plan Commission meeting. John Siepmann said he would talk to the sign man tomorrow.

A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:14 p.m.
