Town of Merton
Plan Commission Meeting
August 17, 2011

· Called to Order by Acting Chairman Klink at 6:38 p.m.
· Pledge of Allegiance led by Acting Chairman Klink.
· Minutes of the July 20, 2011 Plan Commission and Public Hearing. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried.

Present: Acting Chairman Klink, Commissioners Newman, Siepmann, Fleming, Stamsta, and Good, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson and Deputy Clerk Claas.
Absent: Chairman Morris and Clerk Oman.
Also Present: Ryan Lettau of Sun Vest Solar and Jim Lund.

Old Business:

Milwaukee Boys Club – Camp Whitcomb/Mason – Camp Whitcomb Rd – Special Use Permit for Solar Panel System – Chapman read the conditions of the special use permit and stated the building inspector signs and issues the permit.

A motion to approve the special use permit was made by Newman, second by Siepmann. Motion carried.

New Business:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Fredman – Shore Acres – Correction of CSM #7745 – Haroldson stated they are correcting  out lot 1 by moving it 10’ to the west. When they mapped the parcel to sell it, they discovered that it was wrong and the original error has been corrected. They have complied with Waukesha County and received their approval. 

A motion to recommend the CSM to the Board was made by Fleming, second by Stamsta. Motion carried.

Krause – Forest Dr – Special Use Permit for Solar Panel System – Chapman stated he doesn’t think it’s necessary for the special use permit to come back to the Plan Commission. Chapman will prepare the special use permit, give it to the planner for review and the building inspector will issue it to the applicant. The conditions on the Special Use Permit will be:
· Forty-seven solar panels will be installed on the roof
· Compliance with the documents submitted
· Compliance with §66.0401, Wis. Stats and §66.0403 Wis. Stats
· Compliance with §17.31 Town of Merton ordinance
· Construct the solar system in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications
· If the solar panel system is no longer in operation, it shall be removed.

A motion to approve the special use permit subject to the Attorney putting together conditions was made by Newman, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

Haroldson questioned the liability of the Town for engineering. Chapman said the Town would have no liability.

Lund – Hartman Ct – Site Plan and Plan of Operation – Lund said he talked to County and is allowed one access across retention area. He can keep what he has or abandoned it and move the access. Haroldson asked if he has proof of rights to the access and asked him to provide it to the Town. Haroldson asked what the easement gives him the right to do. Lund said it’s for farm crossing. Haroldson said he needed to clarify his business and operation. Lund said half of the building would be for JT Arborist and the other half would be for his personal stuff. 

Stamsta was concerned about this parcel being the site of an Indian campground. Chapman said to get clearance from the archeological society.

Haroldson told Lund to show the Town where the building is going to be and stated the ordinance requires a dust free surface for parking and driveway. 

Siepmann suggested to Lund that if he plans to divide the parcel he should preplan where he is going to divide it to save him some hassle. 

Haroldson said what he submitted shows some of the land is within 300’ of shoreland jurisdiction and the plan is not to scale. Siepmann said the building is right on the county jurisdiction line.

Chapman said there are questions on rights of easement. Lund should get ahold of Mr. Grimm, get the Town a copy of the easement, and the Attorney will research the easement and what can be done with the parcel. Chapman said the easement will dictate what Lund can do. 

Siepmann questioned if there are any requirement for the buildings across the street such as architectural features that Lund should comply with. Haroldson said she would look at their covenants and restrictions. 

Haroldson said he should talk to the County and get their response in writing. Lund said the County told him he could do anything he wanted to do to the field.

No action was taken.

Public Notice Requirements for Special Use Systems – Haroldson said 17.31 should be amended for public hearing. Chapman stated the building inspector is not approving energy systems unless it comes before the Plan Commission. Chapman recommended the Town add public hearing to 17.31 since most municipalities use conditional use procedures for energy systems. The Plan Commissioners agreed that 17.31 should be amended for wind energy and solar systems to have public hearings. 

Fee Schedule – Haroldson distributed the fee schedule comparison and asked the Plan Commissioners to look at it and bring it back to the next meeting. Haroldson stated the Town of Mukwonago’s fee schedule is much more detailed than the fee schedule for the Town of Merton. Chapman stated a new fee schedule would be adopted by resolution.

Planner Update – None.

A motion to adjourn was made by Siepmann, second by Stamsta. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
