Plan Commission Meeting

Minutes of October 7, 2009

· Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 6:03 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of September 2, 2009 Public Hearing and Plan Commission Meeting. A motion to approve the minutes as printed was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Tobolt, Siepmann, Fleming, Klink, Stamsta and Good, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Absent: Attorney Chapman.

Also Present: Clerk Oman, Jim Tremaine, Tim Michelic and one other resident.

Old Business:

Dan Jasiorkowski – Shenandoah Court – Hobby Kennel Permit – Haroldson reviewed the order stating it has everything the Plan Commission wanted. Haroldson stated the plan of operation and the details will be attached to the permit. Haroldson said the order noted that the neighbors being heard did not object to the hobby kennel provided the dogs to be housed in the kennel remain under control and do not run at large and the dogs do not create a nuisance to the neighborhood. Good questioned who would check if fence gets built.

A motion to approve the hobby kennel permit was made by Fleming, second by Stamsta. Motion carried.

Stone Bank Gardens – Hwy K – Amending Conditional Use Permit – Haroldson said Barth asked the Plan Commission to look at the conditional use permit to extend the time for hard surfacing the driveway. Haroldson stated the Plan Commission agreed to extend the time to September 1, 2011.

A motion to approve the amendment to the conditional use permit for Stone Bank Gardens LLC was made by Stamsta, second by Good. Motion carried. Siepmann abstained from voting and discussion.

Zuelsdorf – Townline Road – Reconfigure Existing Tax Keyed Parcels to Create 2 Legal Lots by CSM – Michelic stated that both parcels have 200’ frontage as required by the Town and are approximately 3 ½ acres per lot. Morris questioned the dedicated land. Michelic said some land was already dedicated and with the new recording change the rest would be dedicated.
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A motion to approve the CSM was made by Fleming, second by Good. Klink opposed. Motion carried. Tobolt abstained from voting and providing input since she has a family member who has interest in the property. 

New Business:

Jim Tremaine – CTH VV Land Division Conceptual Plan – Haroldson reminded the Plan Commission that approximately two months ago Tremaine came to the Plan Commission to get his property and 5 properties to the west rezoned from B-3 district to B-2 District. The rezone moved forward to the Waukesha County Plan Commission and they did support it and now it goes to the Waukesha County Board.

Haroldson stated originally they were going to use the drive on the east side of the parcel, but now they are going to purchase a 33’ strip on the west side. Tobolt questioned if the parcels meet the minimum average width. Haroldson said the minimum average width is 120’. Haroldson stated Tremaine would need to get a variance to have a 33’ access to a parcel that is less than 3 acres. Tremaine stated that Waukesha County was okay with sharing an access or using the original driveway. Tremaine stated the driveway to the west from the garage to the lot line would be eliminated.

Tobolt asked how soon Tremaine would be building. Tremaine said in the spring. Tobolt stated the Plan Commission should address the house going up be by a certain time since there is an accessory building on the parcel. Haroldson said that should show on the face of the CSM along with the driveway easement. Haroldson stated the building inspector would need to have a tickler file for when the accessory building should come down if a permit is not taken out. Tobolt asked if the land perked. Tremaine said not yet. Morris stated he should do that before the final CSM. 

Haroldson asked if Tremaine would clean up the lot line with the proposed lot 1 to have the north property line match the parcel to the west. Tobolt said she was not sure if Tremaine should have to move the lot line. Haroldson said she wants to savor the commercial zoning and the larger lot would be better for commercial use and would allow for an alternate septic site and more parking.

Morris said the final CSM should list the driveway access easement, the perk tests, and the outbuilding be removed within 12 months if a building permit is not obtained. Haroldson said storm water should be addressed. Siepmann said to get topography on the CSM in case there ever is an issue. No action was taken.
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Planner Update: 

Park Update – Haroldson stated the contract was completed with Yaggy & Colby for the survey for the trails. Judy & John McBroom, Mary Lou Findley and Haroldson will be walking the trail on October 12th. Fleming asked about getting prices for the gravel. Haroldson said it would be after the areas are clearly marked.

Haroldson said Monches Park would have to meet with Waukesha County for the future ball diamond since it’s in the primary environmental corridor. Oman said she sent Earl Cull all the information and stated they have to go to County for everything they do. Morris asked if the Rec Department goes to the County or does the Town. Oman said the Rec Department can go, but the Town would need to sign a form. Oman stated their lease is for 10 acres and they are using 13 acres.

Morris stated the Park Committee didn’t accomplish a lot at the end of the Plan Commission meetings and asked the Plan Commissioners if the Plan Commission meeting time should stay at 6:00 p.m. or go back to 7:00 p.m. Fleming suggested they go back to the old time for fall and winter. Morris stated the Plan Commission meetings would start at 7:00 p.m. with the Park meetings to start at 5:30 p.m. or 6:00 p.m. and the Park Committee agenda is to be sent to all Plan Commission members.

A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Klink. Motion carried.

Meeting adjourned at 6:52 p.m.
