Plan Commission Meeting

Minutes of November 4, 2009

· Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:15 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of October 7, 2009 Plan Commission Meeting. A motion to approve the minutes as printed was made by Fleming, second by Klink. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Siepmann, Fleming, Klink, and Stamsta, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Absent: Supervisors Good and Tobolt, and Clerk Oman.

Also Present: Patrick Conway, Jim Gutzwiller, and Victoria Morrison.

Old Business: None

New Business:

Rocco Sapienza & Patrick Conway (Owners) and Stonebank Properties LLC – N67W33499 CTH K – Request for Rezoning Change from B-2 to B-3 General Business District –Leffring stated Waukesha County wanted to stay away from a conditional rezone. Klink clarified that conditions would be attached to the Plan of Operation. Chapman said the Plan of Operation with an attachment of conditions would be taken back to the applicant and brought back to the Plan Commission.

A motion to recommend approval to the Town Board to rezone from B-2 to B-3 zoning was made by Fleming, second by Stamsta. Motion carried unanimously.

Mike Morrison – Conceptual Land Division – Anderson Rd – Morrison stated the new lot would be approximately 1.5 acres with 150’ width. She stated the parcel was perked for a mound system, which would be located more in the back west side. Klink met Mr. Morrison and located a safe exit and entry for the driveway placement. 

Siepmann asked if the lot complies with the ordinance for outbuildings. Haroldson said she didn’t check that out yet, but knows the Morrison’s want to keep the historical building located on the lot. Morrison said one building is a chicken coop and one building is an 1885 old shed. Morrison stated she has chickens, 7 layers and 1 rooster. Haroldson stated on 3 acres they are allowed to have 20 poultry.  
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Haroldson said the topography is a little steep and she discussed with Mr. Morrison that she would probably have an engineer look at it. Haroldson stated Mr. Morrison was aware that there is a $1,000 fee for creating a new lot. Klink suggested that no further splits may be a condition of the CSM and wanted the drainage area to stay open. 

Morris said they should go ahead with the CSM and bring it back to the Plan Commission. No action was taken.

Haselow Property and Adjacent Property – Hwy K – Consider Rezone to B-2 – Approval to Start the Process – Haroldson said Joe Reuteman and his partner are interested in having a design business and t-shirt business in the Haselow building and it is zoned C-1 and R-1, but should be rezoned to B-2. Haroldson said the applicants are willing to do what’s right and are looking for direction.

Morris said they should go ahead and start the process. No action taken.

Planner Update:

Park Update – no report was given.

A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:40 pm.
