Plan Commission Meeting

December 7, 2011

· Meeting Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:01 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of the November 16, 2011 Plan Commission Meeting. A motion to approve the minutes as printed was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Commissioners Newman, Siepmann, Fleming, Klink, Stamsta, and Good, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Also Present: Clerk Oman and David & Katie Felker

New Business:

David & Katie Felker – Rybeck Rd – Land Division – CSM – Haroldson stated this is a new CSM that was revised with the 20 ft. offsets. They do not need a driveway easement and there is an access on lot 2. Haroldson asked for the driveway to be clearer on the survey and stated the CSM needs to list no further splits; the Village of Hartland isn’t the closest municipality so it should be removed from the signature page, and a signature page for Waukesha County is needed. The Town hasn’t received anything from Waukesha County yet. Haroldson talked to Mary Finet and they mostly agreed on the changes to the CSM. Waukesha County has this property in their greenway and indicated they would like to have a trail here. 
The Felkers will be taking down the barn and the silo. Siepmann questioned if lot one will meet the impervious surface criteria for Waukesha County. Haroldson suggested the Felkers check with Leif Hauge. 

A motion to recommend approval of the CSM to the Town Board contingent upon the recommended changes, corrections, and conditions of the Town Plan Commission and contingent upon approval of and satisfaction of any required conditions of Waukesha County Parks and Land Use and approval of the third accessory building was made by Fleming, second by Klink. Motion carried unanimously.
Haroldson clarified the CSM should not go to the Town Board until the surveyor makes the changes and corrections and until Waukesha County approves the CSM.

Bark River Cemetery – Hwy K – Haroldson said the cemetery is owned by the Bark River Association and she doesn’t believe anyone in the association is still alive. Alvin Dieball has been taking care of the cemetery for 40 years. The last person buried in the cemetery was in 2006 and each square shown on the plat holds four bodies. Chapman discussed the options per State Statute 157.115 and said the Town is obligated to take it over. He would like to review the paperwork addressing the cemetery, articles of the association, and the bylaws. Haroldson said there is an indenture dated in 1880 stating the land can’t be used for any other purpose other than a burying ground. Chapman stated the cemetery should be re-platted. 
Haroldson suggested the Town recognize Alvin Dieball for his work and ask him to speak about the cemetery.

A motion to recommend the Town Board to follow State Statute 157.115(c) was made by Klink, second by Newman. Motion carried.
Approve Park Signs – Haroldson stated standard laminate signs last 3 to 5 years and the high performance signs last 6 to 7 years. Fees and types of signs were discussed. If the company designs the sign it would be more expensive. Siepmann suggested it would be worth it to do the upcharge with the high performance signs for the additional cost since the signs last longer and he thought the 3M high performance signs were made with reflective material. Double sided signs were needed for the Town Hall, the Monches Park and the soccer park and a single sided sign for the Oconomowoc River Conservancy. There was discussion on getting and installing new posts. Morris stated the Town should get three double sided and one single sided high performance signs with high performance posts.

A motion to initiate signs with the new highway department logo was made by Fleming, second by Siepmann. Motion carried. 
Recommend Fee Schedule for Chapter 18 – Haroldson stated she clarified the impact fees, cleaned up the form, and highlighted that professional fees, engineering fees, attorney fees,  planning fees, etc. will be an additional charge to the fees listed. The Plan Commissioners want the Plan Commission Fee incorporated into the use application fee instead of listing a separate line item for each application on the form. Chapman said the hobby kennel fee should just be the Plan Commission application fee plus costs. Plus costs would cover sending out notices and other charges. No action was taken. 
Planner Update: Haroldson distributed a photo of the new plantings at the Lake Country Unitarian Universalist Church and stated it looks much nicer. 

A motion to adjourn was made by Klink, second by Siepmann. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 8:11 p.m.
