Joint Public Hearing with Waukesha County

To Consider a Request by the Kettle Moraine United Presbyterian Church to Terminate the County’s Conditional Use Permit for the Church Operation

May 5, 2010

Morris stated there are two public hearings to be held and he thanked the North Lake School for setting up the room for the Town.

Peggy Tilley read the public hearing notice. Tilley stated Waukesha County’s shoreland jurisdiction only applies to areas within 1000’ of a lake or within 300’ of navigable waterway such as a river or a stream. The original conditional use permit for the church was issued in 2007. The small northeast portion of the property is within shoreland jurisdiction, but none of the church falls under the conditional use permit and the purpose of this public hearing is to terminate the County’s conditional use permit. The Town’s conditional use permit would remain in effect for the church. Tilley showed the area she was referring to on a map and stated the church property falls outside of County jurisdiction.

Morris opened the hearing to public questions and comments.

A question was asked regarding if this is under a new interpretation or a previous interpretation. Tilley stated it was a new interpretation. They were under the impression they had jurisdiction on part of the property, but their authority was on the entire use of the property and the corporate counsel said by state statute, they aren’t allowed to do that.

Public hearing was closed at 7:08 p.m.
