Public Hearing for Town of Merton Comprehensive Land Use Plan 2035

Minutes of May 12th, 2009

Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:00p.m. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Paul Griffin, Jerry Heine, Greg Good, Andy Petersen, Jim Schneider, Bill Johnson, Bill Schimel and Jim Barry. 

Chairman waived the reading of the notice, since this was the second hearing. 

Jim Barry spoke about the re-alignment of KE pertaining to the Good property.  

He wanted to know if because the Village of Hartland put the re-alignment to the south on their official map, what would the effect to the Good property as far as annexation, extra territorial zoning and plat jurisdiction be. 

His concern was annexation from Hartland and the development of the road:

Extra Territorial Jurisdiction from the Village of Hartland showing the road going through the Good Farm. 

The position of the State of Wisconsin and the road going through the Good Farm. 

The appraisal value before and after should the government entity take land from the Good Farm for a road. 

Chapman said the county would determine where KE would go, not the Village of Hartland. 

Official mapping is good only in their municipality, has no bearing on the Town of Merton. 

The Town has not shown KE on their official map in any direction. 

Haroldson said the DOA has asked for additional wording on the plan, which she has amended in the plan.  Haroldson said the Town is limited in their economic development because of sewer and water, the Town is more cottage businesses. 

Haroldson said the DOA questioned environmentally contaminated sites. Haroldson said she is not a professional engineer so she couldn’t determine sites, but one might have been Mr. Dee’s. 
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Lichte asked about cleanup of those sites.

Haroldson talked about a chart for intergovernmental conflicts to analyze. One could be EMS/FD solutions if that came up.
