Aaron Duffy, Project Manager for VJS Construction Services, said the purpose is to relocate the cross country trail. The road falls under the existing path, so the cross country path would need to be realigned. They would be modifying approximately 350’ to 400’ of the trail. There would not be much grading, but there would be tree clearing approximately 20’ to 25’ wide and 10’ high to accommodate groups of 5, 10, or 15 kids. There would be very little grading. The path would be stumped, so there would be no tripping. They are putting back exactly the same clay mixture just in a new location. The loop adds an additional 30’. The total length of the trail is for a 5k run, and this area is just a tiny leg of the trail. They are hoping to have the trail ready by August 10th.

Klink asked about how close this is to the tree line. Duffy this is outside of the tree line and 20’ to 30’ of a row of trees will need to be taken down

The Chairman opened the meeting to public comments and concerns.

Tom Kinsey – N53W30495 Arrowhead Dr – asked for an explanation of the loop. Duffy said there are orange flags on site. The trail sneaks out further to the west and adds distance.

Barb Kinsey – N53W30495 Arrowhead Dr – had concerns about the clearing. Duffy said the clearing is for the road, not the trail and that property is in the Village of Hartland.

Brian Neuman – W301N5585 Sunrise Ct – asked about the width of the trail. Duffy said it would stay approximately the same. Neuman has concerns about Arrowhead having more trees removed and questioned the distance between the trees and wants to know who’s going to make them accountable. Duffy said they looked at the path and they want to remove the minimum amount of trees. It reduces their costs and there is no major benefit to taking down trees. Chapman said it would be a condition in the conditional use permit to take down only what’s necessary. 

Pat Hunter – W301N5570 Sunrise Ct – Said he agrees. The trees should be replanted someplace over time. He said two fell in his yard and Arrowhead cleaned the trees up nicely. He asked Kevin Lipscomb if they replaced trees and he said nope, never heard of it.

Mark Woerishofer – W300N5383 CTH E – asked what they are doing with the chips. Duffy said anyone can have them. If they’re interested in chips, they should give him their name and number and he will give it to the man in charge and they can drop off a load.

Anna Miglautsch – N58W30480 CTH K – she is across the street and questioned where Hwy K is on the map and questioned where they park. Morris reminded the audience that this is about the path.

Fleming asked if this is a training thing. Haroldson said this is part of the overall course trail and parking has been there for years. 

Mark Little – W304N5384 Evelyn Ct – was struggling with the loop and the new road shown on the map. Morris said that was part of the original plan way back and the road is not going to happen according to Hartland.

The public hearing closed at 6:48 p.m.
