Joint Public Hearing with the Town Board

To Rezone James Tremaine’s Property and the Properties of Mary Heuter, Brian Cull, the Olson Family Trust, Kevin Martin, and the William Hupe Family Trust

August 5, 2009

· Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 6:00 p.m.

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisors Fleming and Nawrocki, Commissioners Tobolt, Siepmann, Klink, Stamsta and Good, Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Absent: Supervisors Herrick and Lichte.

Also Present: Clerk Oman, Jim & Karen Tremaine, Bill & Barb Hupe, Bill Cull, Louis Kaiser, Jeff Juech, Jim Gutzwiller, Bill Bonzheim, and a few other residents.

The clerk read the public hearing notice.

Haroldson said Tremaine asked the Plan Commission for another residence on his parcel, however residences are not allowed in B-3 zoning. The Land Use Plan designates that area as a business district and the Town wanted to keep that. They are looking to rezone the properties from Tremaine’s parcel west to the cemetery to B-2 zoning which would fit within the Land Use Plan and allow Tremaine to build another residence.

Chapman reviewed the three business districts saying B-1 is the most restrictive; B-2 is local business and is cumulative to allow any use in the B-1 district, which allows any use in the R-3 district. Chapman stated B-3 is General Business and is not a cumulative district and allows any uses permitted in B-2 zoning except residential.

Tobolt clarified that many of these parcels have residences and Mr. Tremaine is looking to build a new home and that’s why the Town is looking at rezoning. Chapman stated the residences there are non-conforming. Fleming asked if the residences could be added onto or remodeled. Chapman said they are limited by the 50% rule.

Morris opened the public hearing for questions or comments from the audience.

Chapman said if there are no comments or questions, there is no opposition to be rezoned from B-3 to B-2.

William Hupe – N76W30690 CTH VV – asked if this was for a single family residence.
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Morris answered yes.

Brian Cull – N76W30706 CTH VV – stated he has a duplex and asked how it affects him.

Chapman said he’s okay and asked if he bought the parcel as a duplex and if he has a conditional use. Cull said he bought the house as a duplex and has no idea if there is a conditional use. Tobolt asked when the house was built. Cull said in 1967.

Chapman said he would need to prepare a rezoning ordinance with a legal description and a map and it would need to be approved by Waukesha County before it is finalized.

Haroldson stated Waukesha County said a corner of Hupe’s property is in shoreland jurisdiction, but it is so insignificant that a joint hearing is not needed. Haroldson said that Waukesha County understood why the Town is going from B-3 to B-2.
