Deputy Clerk Claas read the public hearing notice.

Lettau said it would be a 10.81 Kilowatt solar panel system facing southwest, there would be 47 panels, funding has been secured and engineering has been approved. The panels would be angled parallel with the roof and there would be two inverter systems hanging on a wall side by side. WE Energies evaluates the site and determines if the excess energy goes back to the grid or is sold back to We Energies.

The question was asked how much longer the roof would last. Lettau said he didn’t know, but that it should be longer than the typical roof since there would be less sun exposure. Lettau explained how the panels are attached to the roof.

Klink opened the meeting to public comments and concerns.

Haroldson said the Town did received a call regarding this hearing and once they were informed, they were fine.
