Clerk read public hearing notice. 

Attorney Chapman explained with an exhibit that a portion of Garvin Lane needed to be accepted so it could be vacated to allow for a proposed development. 

Chapman explained the CSM is calling for 3 lots to replace 8 lots now owned. The acceptance of Garvin Lane and then the vacation of the road is to clear up any title issues on Lot 2. 

Chapman said a resolution was introduced more than 40 days previous, which is the requirement to vacate a road. 

Chapman said the Town of Merton has no desire to make this a public road. Chapman stated by accepting and vacating Garvin Lane, it will stay a private road with a pedestrian easement. 

Attorney Gutenkunst stated the lane is just grass now, not improved in anyway. Gutenkunst said Hock LLC is the owner and this is the manner to clear up any title issues.

Audrey Paringer stated the road was abandoned and hasn’t been is use for over 70 years. 

Attorney Chapman said this will clear up the title so there are no future problems for the CSM in the future. 

Chairman Morris closed the public hearing at 7:10p.m.
