Clerk Oman read the public hearing notice. Haroldson stated a public hearing for a conditional use is required for earth altering activities of 3,000 square feet or 15 cubic yards.

Achtenhagen stated the Falk’s bought the property in October and prior to purchasing it, someone cut a hole in the berm and seeded it. Achtenhagen said the Falk’s would like to fill the gap back in and raise the berm height up to 4’, and would incorporate evergreen trees on top of the berm. Achtenhagen said it would connect right into the adjacent berm and someone had removed 70 to 100 yards of soil out of the berm for vehicle access. Klink said it appears the section that was removed was to have access for the mound system. Falk said there would still be access to the mound from Roosevelt’s Quay. 

Haroldson said she spoke with someone from Waukesha County Parks and Land Use and they have no problems with this and the Waukesha County Highway Department has no concerns.

Morris opened the hearing to public comments and concerns. No one came forth.
