Town Board Meeting

Minutes of January 26th, 2010 

· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:00p.m. 

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris

· Minutes of January 12, 2010. A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman, Highway Superintendent Klink and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Dave Frasier and Deputy Plennes. 

Citizen Comments and Concerns:  Clerk introduced Deputy Plennes.  Chairman welcomed Deputy Plennes.

New Business:

Library Addition & Renovation Project Draws – Clerk explained on Draw #12 a credit was issued to the public funding which should have been the foundation side $33,423.00, less the overpayment of the retainage that was overcharged to the Town for $3,188.85, less the invoice to Accoustech paid by the Town, should be the foundation side for $908.67 for a total due to the foundation of $29,325.48.

A motion was made by Lichte to approve draw, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Stone Bank Pub, Hwy K, Extend Licensed Premise on March 17, 2010 Outside – A motion was made to approve the permit by Lichte, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Review of Highway Agreement - Chairman Morris said when the town board met with the highway dept., discussion took place, but no formal approval was made, so it was put on the agenda so the board could review one last time. Discussion took place on a 3yr. Agreement, review of the summer hours on a yearly basis and the time clock.                                              

Klink stated the highway dept. is on call 24/7.                                                         

Morris said with summer vacations, it cuts back on staff throughout the summer and you add in sick days, holidays, plus Fridays off in the summer could come out to 26% of the work schedule per employee. Morris said he would like shorter summer hours. Herrick said the summer hours should be reviewed on a yearly basis if needed. Morris said we don’t have to have an agreement we could have a board policy.

Lichte asked about Page 10 to strike “a copy of a yearly contract” and page 6, where is says approval is needed of the Town Chairman and Highway Superintendent. Lichte said we shouldn’t micro manage.  Morris said it was communication and being informed.  

Agreement for Snowplowing and Road Maintenance with the Village of Chenequa, Beaver Lake and Hasslinger Dr. – Klink explained that the Town had been plowing and maintaining portions of Hasslinger and Beaver Lake Rd. that lie within the Village of Chenequa for 30 years and he explained the Town can no longer do it for nothing, but said Chenequa had paid their portion of road repair in the past. Klink asked our attorney to draw up an agreement to cover the snowplowing and maintenance of those roads with the Village of Chenequa.  

A motion was made by Herrick to approve the agreement, second by Fleming.     Motion carried. 

Amend Highways and Driveway Ordinance §8.02(3) ( c) -   Chapman explained we were amending 8.02 to cover some problems we had with a platted road going into a property. Chapman said the ordinance was amended to cover any future problems about driveways coming out to the road with concrete in relation to the snowplows catching the concrete while plowing. 

Morris explained that the ordinance left any adjustments up to the discretion of the highway superintendent as far as distance from road right of way. 

A motion was made to adopt the ordinance by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Licensed Premises with regard to new Smoking Law – Morris said the new law was vague where is says a reasonable distance from the licensed premise. Discussion took place by the board.  Lichte suggested having the licensed owners come in for a discussion. Clerk will set up. 

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports –

Lichte will represent the board at the public hearing on Thursday with regard to the proposed Chapter 30 permit for the Hwy. 83 boat launch site. 

Fleming said he would be attending a LKMD meeting on the 8th. 

Oman reported on the transfer station fees. 

Herrick asked about the high water mark on Moose Lake and how it is handled. 

Klink said the ordinance established a benchmark 2” above the high ordinary water mark. 

Herrick said they had BOA meetings on 1-27 and 2-10. 

Nawrocki will be attending the WTA in the Town of Vernon on the 27th. 

Morris reported on cable for the Riverwood Subdivision.
