Town Board Meeting

Minutes of February 23rd, 2010 

· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:00p.m. 

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris

· Minutes of January 26th, 2010. A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Herrick Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman (absent), Highway Superintendent Klink and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Dave Frazer and Assistant Fire Chief Dave Dean 

Citizen Comments and Concern: 

Assistant Fire Chief Dave Dean from the Hartland Fire Dept. showed the Town Board a marking system for hose placement.  Dean stated some driveways are over 1000’ long and he would like to talk to the homeowners and mark their driveways with a color coded delineator to show the start of the driveway and where they could start laying their hose at 400’ to fight a fire. Dean said otherwise there would be too many times the fire dept. would have to guess and the hose might come up short. Dean said he thought would be a good idea for the other departments.

Old Business: 

Highway Dept. and Clerk Agreements – A motion was made by Lichte to approve, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

New Business: 

St. Patrick’s Day, Outdoor Drinking for Licensed Premises – A motion was made by Herrick to allow outdoor drinking on the licensed premise from Noon until 6p.m., second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports - 

Lichte stated the NLMD would continue to move forward with the proposed second site for the boat launch. 

Oman said the assessor would meet with the board in the spring to talk about revaluation. Oman reported on possible lighting rebates to change from T12’s to T8 lighting. 

Klink stated he had a schedule for the Center Oak Project and talked about the change they would like to make at Hickory Rd. and Center Oak. Klink also reported the Town would receive about $18,000. for Trip Funds to offset the Breezy Pt. Rd. Project in conjunction with the Town of Oconomowoc. 

Nawrocki reported on the bill for contiguous annexation.

Morris reported there would be a meeting on March 9th with members of the library board to talk about an as-built survey. 

Morris said that Klink and Oman will attend an emergency management conference and $16,000,000.00 was collected by January 31st. 

Morris reported on the culverts for North Woods Dr. and Petersen Rd. Klink said he hoped it wouldn’t be as involved as thought previously because of the DNR requirements. 

Morris also reported on possible DOT grants for bridge funding. 

Operator’s Licenses  - A motion was made to approve Riemer by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion was made to approve vouchers for 2-9 and 2-23 by Nawrocki, second by Herrick.  Motion carried.  Lichte abstained. 

A motion was made by Fleming to adjourn, second by Lichte.
