Old Business: 

Approval to Amend Lake Ordinance to Renumber §20.06(2B) and create and amend §20.05(2B) and 20.08(2B) – Muench from Moose Lake asked the board to amend the ordinance 2-4” higher for Moose Lake.  Laabs said they looked at the level marker on the lake and said they need to measure a little higher.  Clerk will put on the next agenda.   A motion was made to approve the amendment by Nawrocki, second by Lichte.  Motion carried. 

Approve §20.05(2B)20.08(2B) and 20.06(2B) for renumbering corrections – A motion was made to approve by Nawrocki, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

New Business: 

Temporary “B” License for the Valley Road & Gun Club Annual Chicken Shoot, March 21st. – A motion was made by Lichte to approve, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

Outdoor Wood Burning Furnace Ordinance as Recommended by the Plan Commission –

Nawrocki asked if burners already in existence are grand fathered, Morris said unless they become a nuisance and if replaced they would to have abide by the ordinance. Herrick talked about complaints.

Resolution to Write Off Water’s Ridge Debt – Chapman explained Roth Home Teams paid for the driveway and the Town used their letter of credit and town funds to put in the final lift.  At that time, Roth Home Teams said they would contact Ruekert & Mielke to credit the engineering bills.  Chapman said that didn’t take place and they are no longer in business but the resolution included continual efforts to collect the debt by the Town if possible. A motion was made by Fleming to accept the resolution, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Resolution to Accept Trumpet Lane as a Town Road – A motion was made by Fleming to accept the resolution by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports – 

Klink said Morris and he met with the DNR and Ruekert & Mielke about culverts for Northwoods and Petersen Rds. for options and costs. Klink stated the road bans for weight limits would be enforced March 12th. 

Herrick would be at the County for BOA meeting. 

Nawrocki talked about AB 260 and that it would to the senate for a vote. 

Morris said boat patrol officer Gondek would be coming in for a report. Morris said the board should look at the auditor’s management letter and that there is a district meeting on March 27th. 

Oman reported on the smoking ban and constructions and gave a report on tree trimming requested by Assistant Chief Dave Dean. 

Operator’s Licenses – A motion was made to approve licenses for Imse, Smeiska, Borchardt and Riemer by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion was made by Nawrocki to approve, second by Herrick.  Motion carried.
