Town Board Meeting 

Minutes of March 23rd, 2010

· Call to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:00p.m. 

· Pledge of Allegiance 

· Minutes March 9th, 2010 Town Board Meeting.  A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 
Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman, Highway Superintendent Klink and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Dave Frazer, Mark Mickelson, Yaggy Colby, Mr. Dietz and Kyle Dietz.

Citizen Comments and Concerns:

Dave Frazer had a concern over the proposed incorporation attempt by Proposed Village of Okauchee Lake residents.  His concern was the draw of tax base from the Town of Merton. He encourages the board to oppose this incorporation. Chairman said they were looking into it and one of the requirements would be to have 10% of your area in sewer service. 

Morris asked Mr. Dietz if he and his son were here to work on a Boy Scout project. Mr. Dietz said his son was working on a badge and one of the requirements was to attend a town board meeting.  Mr. Morris welcomed them. 

Old Business: 

Todd Lynch, CSM to Combine Lots, Hasslinger Dr. as Recommended by the Plan Commission. Morris said this was a combining of a lot and out lot with no splits allowed and no additional residence could be built on the out lot. A motion was made by Nawrocki to approve as recommended by the Plan Commission, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

New Business: 

Amend 20.05(2B) Emergency Slow No Wake, Moose Lake – Chapman explained the Moose Lake 

Association wanted the msl measurement changed by 2-4”. Chapman amended the ordinance with a 3” increase from 882.42 to 885.42 for slow no wake. A motion was made by Lichte to approve, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Approval of Journal Entries, Treasurer 3-23-10 and Virchow Krause 2009 Year End  – Clerk went through the journal entries and said they were account changes for clarification, clerical errors on the accounts and year-end audit changes. Clerk said they were recommended from the auditor and treasurer. – A motion was made to approve all journal entries by Nawrocki, second by Herrick.  Motion carried. 

Resolution to Approve 2009 Budget Amendments – Clerk stated the resolution was to formally approve budget amendment in the highway dept. and library. A motion was made to adopt the 2009 budget amendment resolution by Nawrocki, second by Lichte.  Motion carried. 

Accept Contract for Pulverizing and Repaving Center Oak Road per Recommendation from Yaggy Colby – Klink stated three bids were open from Payne and Dolan, Stark Asphalt and Wolf Paving by the Clerk and himself. At the bid opening was Mark Mickelson and contractors from Payne and Dolan and Wolf Paving. 

Mickelson said the recommendation was for Alternate 1, 2 and 3, which includes softening the intersection at Center Oak and Hickory, filling the ditches and another paving mix. Klink stated the Super Pave mix everyone is using is not holding up due to the lack of traffic the town roads have. Klink said the Super Pave mix is meant more for a freeway type environment. 

Chapman asked if they would use the existing right of way.  

Klink said yes, and by softening the intersection it would provide added safety, identification of the roads and stops that need to be defined. Klink said it use to be a Y-intersection years ago when it was a county road. 

Chapman said it was the old Highway F. 

Klink said Alternate 1 was for grading and filling the shoulders, which would free up some time for the highway dept. 

Mickelson said the mix would have more oil in it. He stated the Super Pave has had more cracking then has been seen in the past. 

Klink stated there are culverts needed and thought additional costs would be around 6 – 7,000. Lichte asked the cost per culvert. Klink said it would depend on what kind of culverts was needed.

Fleming objected to the additional expense of Alternate 2 for the intersection and filling in the ditches. Fleming asked what was wrong with just having the stop signs?

Klink said it was a county road with very deep ditches. By filling in the ditches, it would help with maintenance, mowing and would help with the safety issue. Nawrocki asked if the ditches would be filled totally.  Morris said there is 6400 linear feet of ditches. Klink stated Payne and Dolan’s price was high, concerned about what would be out there with the ditch work.  The bids are all quantity bases, so the cost could be lower and some ditches might not be feasible. 

Chapman stated it was a quantity contract, which may vary the price. 

Morris asked the Clerk to report on the financing. Clerk checked with the State and the money would be available to borrow with the rates remaining the same as last year. Clerk was also told about a program, Build America Bond, which is a Federal Stimulus Subsidy that allows a local government to be reimbursed for 35 % of the interest paid against these loans. The State would still finance the project. Attorney Chapman will contact a bond counsel for specifics. 

A motion was made to adopt the resolution and the contract price of $679,539.92 by Fleming, second by Lichte.  Motion carried. 

Harvestfest, Sept. 18th and 19th Approvals for:

· Park Rd. Closing Sat. 6:00a.m. to Sun 7:00p.m. 

· Use of Town Parking Lot for Parking 

· Use of Tables and Chairs 

Clerk stated Harvestfest would be for 2 days this year.  Clerk stated she was told there was discussion from the committee for using the parking lot for inflatables. The Board didn’t think it would be a good idea.   

A motion was made to approve the road closing, use of tables and chairs and parking lot for parking by Fleming, second by Herrick.  Motion carried. 

Lunch at the Dump, 2010  - Morris stated there was concern about the businesses sponsoring Lunch at the Dump due to economic times. Clerk said she asked Frederickson to call the vendors and received confirmation from 11 sponsors. A motion was made by Fleming to continue, second by Lichte. Motion carried.  A date was set for May 1st.

Health Insurance Review - Clerk asked about the committee to be formed to review health insurance options.  Clerk will set up a date to meet with the committee headed by Supervisors Lichte and Nawrocki and our insurance representative. 

Clerk-Board-Attorney Reports-

· Lichte missed the NLMD meeting due to other commitments. 

· Fleming will attend a LKMD meeting

· Nawrocki talked about AB 260 going to the Senate

· Oman reported on the dividend received from Local Government Insurance. Oman stated the Clerk from Hartland and her were conducting poll worker training, which is a requirement of poll workers every 2 years from the State for certification. 

· Morris reported on the WTA meeting on Saturday he and Nawrocki would be attending. 

Operator’s Licenses Approvals  - A motion was made by Nawrocki to approve Meagan Fleming, second by Lichte. Motion carried. Fleming abstained. 

Vouchers as Presented – A motion was made to approve by Nawrocki, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

A motion was made to adjourn by Fleming, second by Nawrocki.
