Town Board Minutes 

April 13, 2010

· Called to order at 7:30p.m. 

· Minutes of March 23, 2010. A motion was made by Lichte to approve, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, Lichte. Supervisor Nawrocki had an excused absence. Attorney Chapman, Treasurer Courtney, Hwy Superintendent Klink and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Don Vilione, Tim Sowinski from Baker Tilly. Deputy Gondek, Butch Staus, Sharon Hollywood and Jim Tremaine.

Report from Lake Patrol Coordinator, Doug Gondek – Gondek stated the boat patrol 816 hours on the lakes last year. Gondek said the audit came in at $22,310.00 and the Town received a check for $15,352.00, so the water patrol cost the Town about $7000.00 last year. 

Gondek said they are hoping for 70-75% from the DNR in 2010. Gondek said the DNR is moving wardens around and are hoping the Town will get out more. 

Morris questioned the number of boats that were out. Gondek said they have 2 boats and 1 truck. Morris asked about using the 1-ton. Klink said no, it would be too hard to maneuver. 

Morris asked about extra patrol on North Lake if the boat launch gets built.  Gondek said he was making provisions for that event. Morris also asked about Okauchee Lake and its coverage. Gondek said they could patrol the whole lake but mainly stay on the Town side. 

Fleming said Lake Keesus was pleased.  Clerk stated that Gondek is very conscientious about his job. Klink said Gondek was easy to work with and if a problem arises, they work it out. 

Morris thanked Gondek for his presentation.

Approval to Hire Quarles & Brady for a Build American Bond to Finance Road Projects – A motion was made to approve by Herrick, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Approval to Request Application to Board of Commissioners for Funding Road Projects – A motion was made to make application to the State for the funds needed for road projects Center Oak Rd. and Breezy Pt. Road in the amount of $800,000.00 by Fleming, second by Herrick.  Clerk said this is the usual order for funding roads and she would work with Quarles and Brady in conjunction with the loan process. Motion carried.

Approval of Accepting Quote for Grader Blade – A motion was made by Fleming to accept the quote received by Proven Power for $3,770.00 by resolution, second by Herrick. Klink stated both quotes satisfied the specifications. Klink stated he verified with Proven Power. Motion carried. Morris abstained. 

Jim Tremaine, CTH VV Land Division by CSM as Recommended by the Plan Commission – Chapman said the Plan Commission approved with two changes, 1 for 12 month building permit envelope and a notation for the shared driveway. A motion was made to approve as recommended by the plan commission by Lichte, second by Herrick.  Clerk stated there would be a $1000.00 park improvement fee for creating a new lot. Motion carried. 

Staus Property, Laskin Road, Creating a Lot as Recommended by the Plan Commission – A motion was made by Herrick to approve, second by Lichte as recommended by the Plan Commission. Clerk stated there would be a $1000.00 park improvement fee for this lot also. Motion carried. 

Monches Park, Park Grant Application Request for Funding as Recommended by the Park Committee and Plan Commission – A motion was made to approve and monies taken out of the park fund by Herrick, second by Lichte. Clerk stated she had asked at the recycling meeting about funds available from the County for recycling bins and is looking at a shared cost as an option if applicable.  Motion carried. 

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports

Klink reported on the recycling meeting attended by he and the Clerk. Discussion was on blue bin distribution, dividend rebate and talks about a Joint Study with the City of Milwaukee, Wauwatosa and Waukesha County for a single stream facility.  The County was hoping by June to have more information. 

Klink reported on the culverts, filling and grading areas for Center Oak Rd. Klink said they hope to start by the end of May. Morris asked if everything would settle by then. Klink said yes.  Klink stated that the bid for Breezy Pt. would be opened on Friday. 

Fleming talked about the banners in Town. Fleming asked about the insurance and Fire Dept. meetings. Morris said the meetings are scheduled on April 19th.

Oman reported that a slow no wake was put on Beaver Lake on April 9th and also reported sending a Clean Boats notice to the different management districts. 

Chapman reported on public hearings. Chapman stated there due process needed for any public hearing and that the Board should not have any predetermination before hearing the facts. Chapman reported on legislative bodies and quasi-judicial bodies, and the differences between the two. 

Chapman also talked about the Mares case and violating applicants rights before information at the public hearing. 

Lichte stated he had spoken to about 30 town residents over the last 6 months. Chapman said not to prejudge and let your feelings be known. 

Morris said there would be a Joint Public Hearing on May 5th at 6:00pm. For Waukesha County, the Plan Commission and Town Board with a request for a crematorium. 

Operator’s Licenses – A motion was made to approve Fenwick by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion was made to approve by Lichte, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

A motion was made to adjourn by Fleming, second by Herrick.
