Town Board Meeting

Minutes of April 14, 2009 

· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:20p.m. 

· Pledge of Allegiance (Annual Meeting)

· Minutes of March 24, 2009. A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, and Nawrocki. Lichte, excused absence. Attorney Chapman and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: David Frazer, Paul Griffin, Kelly Smith, Tim Klink, Butch Schultz, several others and Deputy Whitstone.

Citizen Comments and Concerns:  None 

Library Addition & Renovation Project Draws – Clerk stated the public funding draw was $29,236.25 with the 5% retainage taken off and the direct sales amount would be $47,404.06.  

A motion was made to approve $76,640.31 by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 
Approval of Resolution on Lake St. – Chapman said that 205’of  Lake St. was dedicated to the town in 1985. Because of the proposed dual launch sites for North Lake, the Town is accepting Lake St., as platted on Shear’s Subdivision so that parking with trailers might be included for the proposed launch site. 

Morris asked if the proposed launch site doesn’t go through, would that have any affect on this resolution. Chapman said no. Lake St. was never stated to be a private road so it is deemed a public road and the town is accepting the whole road as platted not just 205’. Chapman said the dedication was never revoked so the town still has the opportunity to accept it. 

Fleming made a motion to adopt the resolution, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Approval of Resolution Approving Annexation for Campus Drive – Chapman explained when the DOT sold the land for Campus Drive and the Lutheran School, a small portion of the land at Hwy 83 and 16 never followed with the annexation and the resolution will take that small piece into consideration as it should have.  Klink stated this would clean up that 
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situation and will cause no harm for the Town. Klink said the Town would have no responsibility for any of Campus Drive.  Clerk said there is confusion at that intersection with police and fire territories and this would straighten that out also.

Chapman read resolution and said to attach Exhibit A, which shows the hashed area to be annexed. 

A motion was made to adopt the resolution by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports – 

Klink reported to the board that the salt dome has been replenished which is what they hoped to accomplish with the additional money in the budget. 

Fleming will attend a LKMD meeting on Monday. 

Morris said there is a WTA meeting, Waukesha County Unit at the Town of Oconomowoc on April 22, 2009. 

Operator’s Licenses – A motion was made by Fleming to approve Lenz, Suchocki and Webb, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion was made to approve vouchers as presented by Nawrocki, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Fleming to adjourn, second by Herrick.
