Town Board Meeting

Minutes of April 28, 2009

· Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:36 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of 4/14/09 meeting. A motion to approve the minutes as printed was made by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisors Herrick, Nawrocki, Fleming and Lichte, Attorney Chapman, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Absent: Clerk Oman.

Library Addition & Renovation Project Draws (if needed) – None

Adopt Comprehensive Land Use Plan (2035) Smart Growth Ordinance – Chapman reviewed the Ordinance to Adopt the Town of Merton Comprehensive Plan – 2035.  Chapman stated there are nine elements to the plan, the copies were sent to the designated agencies, and the Plan Commission adopted the resolution on 3/18/09. 

A motion to move to adopt the Comprehensive Land Use Plan – 2035 conceptually to be formally considered for adoption after the 30 day noticed public hearing to be held on May 12, 2009 was made by Nawrocki, second by Fleming.

A roll call vote was taken:

Motion carried unanimously.
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2009 Truck Bid – Klink stated they received two bids for the chassis; Milwaukee Mac bid $142,900.00 and Lakeside International bid $129,450.00. Klink said the bids for plow, box, and hydraulics are $84,342.00 for Wausau and $72,498.00 for Monroe, however, he does have to review the Monroe bid to see if it covers everything they need because he just received it right before the meeting.

Herrick stated the bid should be put out three months because prices will go down. Griffin stated it would take at least three months to build the truck and the 2010 emissions would go in effect which would drive the chassis price up. 

Morris said they would be about $5,000.00 over budget. Klink stated he thinks they could sell the two trucks for $18,000.00 or $19,000.00 and then they would be under budget.

A motion was made to adopt the resolution for Lakeside International for $129,540.00 by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

Resolution Opposing Proposed Changes to Wisconsin Prevailing Wage Law – Morris said the governor’s budget includes a proposal requiring prevailing wages be paid on public works projects over $2,000.00. Morris stated this would increase costs, and the Wisconsin Town’s Association recommended a resolution. Chapman read the resolution.

A motion to adopt the resolution as read omitting the word “and” after the 6th paragraph was made by Herrick, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

Approve Treasurer’s Adjusting and Correcting Journal Entries – A motion to approve the treasurer’s adjusting and correcting journal entries was made by Herrick, second by Lichte. Motion carried.

Clerk – Board – Attorney Reports

Fleming attended the Lake Keesus meeting and stated it was a good meeting.

Herrick said Fleming and himself are Board of Review certified.

Nawrocki went to the Urban Town’s Meeting on Thursday and Friday.

Morris stated at the next board meeting appointments will be on the agenda. Morris said there would be a major change with the Plan Commission since Mike Kozlowski resigned, and Greg Good has accepted to take Kozlowski’s place on 
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The Plan Commission. Morris said if there are any other appointments, the supervisors should let him know.

Morris stated Lunch at the Dump is this Saturday from 8 a.m. to noon.

Morris said it is time for a board workshop for the Transfer Station and asked the supervisors to suggest a time for the meeting and to have proposals on mind for that workshop. It was decided to meet after the May 12th board meeting. 

Operator’s Licenses Approval – Bierle, Erickson, Marx – A motion to approve the three operator’s licenses was made by Fleming, second by Herrick. Nawrocki opposed the 1st license. Motion carried.

Voucher’s as Presented – A motion to approve the vouchers after all have been signed was made by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried.
