Clerk received comments from the Merton Fire Dept. and agreement from Chief Klokow of the Stone Bank Fire Dept. Chapman will bring back to the board at a future date. No action

Consideration of $800,000 State Trust Fund Loan Application for the Purpose of Financing Road Projects, Center Oak & Breezy Point Roads - Supervisor Fleming introduced the form of record and Clerk read the Resolution and Form of Record.

Proposed Certificate of Deposits, First Financial, 2 year Term and $250,000 Money Market Account at Timberwood Bank, Tomah – Treasurer explained the previous CD was for only one year and Towne Bank offers a 2.25% interest rate for a 2 yr CD and First Bank Financial will match the 2.25%. 

A motion was made to approve a 2-year CD at First Financial with a rate of 2.25% by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Treasurer explained the Timberwood Bank in Tomah is offering a money market account at 3% with opening a checking account or 2% just on the money market account. Discussion on FDIC insurance coverage. 

A motion was made by Lichte to put $250,000.00 in a money market account at Timberwood Bank in Tomah, second by Fleming. 

Herrick thought the town should wait for rates to go.

Funds Report per Treasurer and Clerk – Treasurer reported on the balances in the various accounts for the Town as provided to the board. 

Clerk reported on the payment due for the library addition loan at the end of May to First Bank Financial, plus the remaining funds on the library loan would be applied to pay down the principal. 

Lichte asked to see the revenue and expenses for the transfer station for the first quarter. Treasurer said she would provide.

Lichte reported the base insurance committee is looking into Employee Trust Funds Group Insurance Program. Lichte asked about the library/town relationship with regard to 66.031.
