Town Board Meeting 

Minutes of May 12, 2009 

· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:16p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris

· Minutes of the public hearing and town board meeting of April 28, 2009. 

A motion was made to approve by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman, Planner Haroldson and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Paul Griffin, Jerry Heine, Sandy Guidon, Andy Petersen, Jim Schneider, Bill Johnson, Bill Schimel and Laura Milbrath. 

Citizen Comments and Concerns: Sandra Guidon told the board she was very upset that nothing has been done to the Bielinski property on Road O.  Guidon said she has been complaining for almost a year. She was quite angry when she showed pictures to some board members and asked how they would like living next door to this property. Guidon wanted to know if the board was afraid of the Bielinskis.  

Chapman discussed what had been done and that he had to respond yet to the code violation.  He said they were waiting on delivery of the siding.  Clerk stated there was no housekeeping ordinance, but one for junk, rodents etc. 

Guidon said there was a squirrel in the house. Guidon said there was no communication.  Chapman said he hasn’t had time to respond to the latest communication and would discuss with the building inspector what code violations there were. 

Laura Milbrath asked is she would be able to comment about the ordinances later in the meeting. Morris said yes. 

Andy Petersen from Ruekert & Mielke reported that the Town was not awarded any funds through the Stimulus program for Center Oak Rd. 

Old Business: None 

New Business: 

Library Addition and Renovation Project Draws - Clerk stated the public funding draw was $139,081.00 less 5% retainage and $89,998.50 for direct sales, which saves the sales tax.  Clerk said the total draw was for $222,125.45. 
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Fleming made a motion to approve $222,125.45, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

Town of Merton, Library Board, Commissioners and Appointments per list. – Morris went through the changes; Vincent and Theisen library appointments were through 2012. Greg Good was replacing Mike Kozlowski’s term. Mark Lichte’s new term is shown and appointments for different committees were listed.   Clerk stated the animal control officer, assessor and planner were also on the list. 

Nawrocki made a motion to confirm the list as presented, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Adopt Comprehensive Land Use Plan (2035) Smart Growth Ordinance – Chapman said the Smart Growth Law required an ordinance.                                       

Nawrocki made a motion to adopt the ordinance with additional wording to be included from Haroldson and attached to the plan, second by Fleming.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Countywide Mutual Aid Agreement - Chapman stated the agreement would not be harmful to the town. Chapman said it is not mandatory and they could refuse service. 

A motion was made to approve the agreement by Herrick, second by Lichte. Motion carried unanimously. 

2009 Truck Body Resolution for Monroe Equipment – Chapman explained the resolution was for the truck body. The first resolution was for the chassis. Chapman said with the sale of the 1976 and 1995 trucks, the truck cost would not exceed the budget. Morris said there was a previous concern the bid did not cover everything. Griffin said they went over the bid line by line with the vendor and that’s why the price was $2500.00 higher this time. 

Nawrocki questioned whether it would take 2 people to run this truck.  Griffin said only if they run the wing and the plow at the same time, otherwise it would be like the other trucks. 

Fleming asked what they were keeping for the new truck. Griffin said they were keeping the V-plow and wing. The mountings, push arms and front blade would be new because of the different adjustments necessary. 

Nawrocki made a motion to adopt the resolution with the sale of the 2 trucks, second by Herrick. Motion approved. 
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Clerk will advertise 2 trucks in the WI. State Farmer and WI Town’s Report. 

Ordinance to Amend 20.06(2B) for Slow No Wake on Lake Keesus and Moose Lake – Clerk stated the DNR approved the ordinance. Milbrath thought this was confusing and should be put with the Lake Keesus section. Chapman said all the temporary slow no wake was together.  Herrick asked how it would be measured. Morris said they would be arranging that. 

A motion was made to approve by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Ordinance to Create 20.04(2)(e) on North Lake and Beaver Lake – Clerk stated the DNR approved the ordinance. Clerk said if approved, it would take affect May 21, 2009.  Heine said the water was rising on North Lake and they would email property owners and put out a buoy. They have 2 sites setup at the condos and on Northwoods Dr. Schneider said they have a nail by the bridge on Northwoods Drive at 897’ in the concrete. 

A motion was made by Herrick to approve, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Ordinance to Repeal 20.08(2)© and Re-Create Relating to Boat Speed on Lake Keesus – Clerk stated the DNR approved the ordinance. Milbrath thought saying boat was limited and that it should say personal watercraft and Section 7 with restricted hours should be removed, because it didn’t apply anymore. Milbrath said that federally approved legal holidays should be in the ordinance.  Chapman asked Clerk to check with the DNR to see if adjustments can be made. 

A motion was made by Herrick to approve with Chapman’s revision if necessary, second by Fleming.  Motion carried. 

Resolution for the 2010 Census – A motion was made to approve resolution, second by Lichte. Motion carried. Herrick was glad the Clerk engaged the library in the committee. 

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports – 

Lichte attended a NLMD meeting. Heine reported for Lichte about the 2 proposed accesses to North Lake. Heine talked about grant money and their working relationships, size issues of the boat launch.  He said there would be 16 on Hwy 83 cars/trailers and 8 cartops on Reddelien Rd. and 16 in the winter, 8 on the hill and 8 on the lake. NLMD would oversee both sites. 
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Lichte reported on the letter sent to TruGreen about fertilizer spraying on North Lake. Heine thanked the clerk for the quick followup. 

Oman stated the Town had a CD mature and the best rate was at GMAC at 2.8% but that First Bank had matched that rate, so no changes were made. 

Herrick reported the BOA has 2 hearings on June 11.

Vouchers – A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Fleming to adjourn, second by Herrick.
