Town Board Meeting
Minutes of May 24th, 2011

· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:04 p.m. 
· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris
· Minutes of the May 10th, 2011 meeting. A motion to approve by Fleming, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisors Fleming, Lichte and Nawrocki. Herrick excused. 
Attorney Chapman and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Dave and Roger Hulbert, Tom Bryson, Kevin Laabs. Fr. Scheuerell, Dick Richter, Marie O’Brien, Dave Frazer and Deputy Ripplinger. 

Citizen Comments and Concerns: 

Dave Hulbert – Moose Lake Slow No Wake – presented board with pictures of 5-13-11 showing height of water. Hulbert commented on 
· Erosion of the shoreline
· Undercutting 
· Letter from Dale Simon, DNR Watershed Mgmt, which addressed erosion
· Many riparian owners weren’t aware of the change proposed
· Notification inadequate
· Waves and wakes 
· No exact formula 
· Equatic values
· Changes to setbacks with the growth of the lake 

Fr. Schuerell commented on the communication that didn’t happen and how people were not aware of the proposed change.

Tom Bryson commented on the communication level.  Bryson said if you don’t have a computer you are out of the loop. Bryson said everyone should vote on changes. 

Kevin Laabs spoke on the email system is flawed. Stated poor attendance when they do have a meeting. Laabs related to the audience the survey they had presented to the board to increase the msl( height) on Moose Lake for Slow No Wake.  Laabs said they had 28 positive responses and 7 negative. Talked about the different opinions with regard to boating activities and those that want no wake. 

Bryson said the information Laabs had presented was interesting and if he had known some of the information it would have been easier. 

Chapman asked how many members. Laabs said 45. O’Brien stated she’s been treasurer for 7 years and has recruited for memberships, and sent mailings to solicit for more participation. O’Brien said they are not looking for a wake, they know the lake is high but through evolution of knowledge and the survey they asked for this change. She stated they want to be stewards of the lake. 

Old Business: 

Amend and Repeal §20.05(2B)(a)1 of the General Code, Establishing the Emergency Slow No Wake on Moose Lake to 882.75msl -  Morris stated the proposed change was an additional 1” before the slow no wake goes into effect. Chapman stated it meets the DNR requirements but would not be effective until June 27th, 2011. Fleming stated the owners that belong to the association spent time and money to develop the survey. 

Chapman said OHWM is not where the slow no wake should be. Lichte said he would like to get a majority. Chapman said the law does not accept notice by email. Chapman said to get the information out. 

Board asked the association to get more opinions and information out at their meeting on May 31st and bring the results to the board. No action taken. 

Ratify Resolution for Engineering contract to Kunkel Engr. for Petersen Rd. Culvert Project –
Lichte made a motion to adopt the ratification, second by Fleming. Motion approved. 

Funk Road Grafitti – Deputy Ripplinger asked for guidance on the Funk Rd. Bridge regarding the artistic versus derogatory paintings. Deputy stated they are painting the guardrails, signs etc. and suggested a graffiti ordinance and a hidden pole camera. Oman commented the Ice Age Trail had been in to discuss. Deputy suggested Mark Herro send some teenagers over for community service. Discussion on property damage and an ordinance. 

James Grinney, Lakewood Dr. CSM to Combine Lots – Nawrocki asked if Lot 8 is now Lot 1. Morris said yes. A motion was made to approve as recommended by the Plan Commission, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports -
Fleming said he met with Mrs Guidon and said the property next door was quite a mess and she has put up with a lot and wondered what the board could do to help. 

Oman reported on the recount. Oman also said she received some calls for pickup of tree damage from the storm.  She stated the highway dept. wasn’t doing it at this time and would have to come from the board. 

Nawrocki attended a seminar at UW Extention and a 150 Library meeting.

Operator Licenses -  A motion was made by Fleming to approve Krambs and Lorenzen, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion was made to approve by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

A motion was made to adjourn by Fleming, second by Nawrocki.
