Town Board Meeting 

Minutes of May 26th, 2009 

· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:05p.m. 

· Please of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris

· Minutes of May 12, 2009 public hearing and town board meeting. A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisors Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Clerk Oman. Attorney Chapman was excused.

Citizen Comments and Concerns: 

Glen Lauersdorf – stated he had new numbers about recycling. Lauersdorf talked about the disposal of fluorescent bulbs, computers, brush and the increase in bags. 

Jack Frederickson said he has talked to some people who said they wouldn’t mind a $10.00 user fee. 

Jim Larson thought the Town of Merton banners were very nice but demeaning to North Lake and not appropriate and said he didn’t receive a clear answer how the banners were put in place.

Jeanne Frederickson handed out sheets opposing the new banners. 

Joe Dunn asked who made the decision about the banners. 

Greg Good thought the transfer station should stay and said it was a huge asset to the town and would hope the town would keep open 

Rob Sitzburger said the transfer station is the best thing around for talking to and meeting people. 

Jim Jungbluth said he wanted to thank the town for the 14 years he was employed here and all that was taught to him. Morris thanked Jim for his years of service and wished him well in his new position. 

Rob Moebius talked about the summer cottages that take their garbage home. Moebius said it would be a detriment to them to force garbage pickup on them to subsidize larger families. 
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Bill Schumell doesn’t like the town banners. Schumell said a larger user fee will pay for the dump.

Walley Wessel thought the dump was a good place for socialization. 

Joe Dunn didn’t like the banners and wants it put on the agenda. 

Carol Sitzburger, Dorn Rd. asked about reducing the speed on Dorn Rd.

Library Addition & Renovation Project Draws – None 

Siepman Family – Murphy Farm - 

John Siepman said there were 100 acres on the Murphy Farm that they were interested in purchasing.  Siepman said they wanted the Town of Merton to be aware of this proposal. Siepman said they would probably annex the property to the Village of Hartland to gain a sewer system. 

Siepman said nothing would happen rapidly due to the economy. 

Discussion took place with the board on the wetlands, KE realignment and the Good property. Siepman said the county board had a resounding vote to keep KE going to the North and the Village of Hartland wants it south, so there is some friction. 

Destruction of Records per 1.32 and State Historical Society – Clerk stated she received a letter from the State Historical Society stating the list she presented of records to destroy was approved. Oman said she was asking the Board to approve the destruction of records.  

A motion was made by Nawrocki to approve the destruction of records per the State Historical Society’s letter, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Ordinance 12.03 Operator’s Licenses Procedure - Clerk stated the town would no longer put pictures on the driver’s licenses. Oman said previously the licenses were issued on the spot and the office would have to chase people to correct the information that was in error. Oman she would like to wait on the licenses until the town board approves as stated in the ordinance. Oman said she could provide a provisional license for a short time to those applicants needing to start their job if that was a problem.  Oman said the

office is just verifying the information supplied on the license, they are not approving or denying the license. Oman said the board should be doing that. A sample of parameters of denial was presented to the board. Nawrocki asked the Clerk to contact the attorney about these parameters and how the town could implement something like that. 

A motion was made by Herrick to approve procedure with provisional license, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Proposed Garbage/Recycling Contract – Fleming made a motion to keep the transfer station operation as is, second by Herrick. 

Fleming said keep the dump open for a year and see if it pays for itself. Fleming to said to close the Wednesday operation. 

Herrick said stay as is, said it was more than financial. We should keep it going. 

Morris said it should pay for itself and close Wednesday. 

Lichte said it should break even and after a year the board should analyze the operation to see if we should do it differently. Thought Wednesday was good. 

Nawrocki agreed for a year, costs are going up and there would be more costs. Knows there are strong feelings.  Thinks there should be a user fee.

Morris said there was a consensus.

Fleming said we could get our own bids. 

Morris said the base fee is for 5 years, plus the tipping fee plus the CPI. $175.00 is not cast in stone. Morris said the transfer station meets the people’s needs, people who use it. People who choose not to use it go someplace else. 

Lichte asked if we advertise the transfer station. Morris said there is a flyer. Clerk stated a flyer goes out with every new construction and has all the information on the website. 

Morris said we should close Wednesdays, not enough people using it. 

Motion carried. 

Clerk – Board and Attorney Reports – 

Oman thanked the board for the opportunity of attending the International Clerk’s Conference for 2 days in Chicago. 

Herrick stated the BOA had several meetings coming up.
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Klink said the speed was lowered on Dorn Rd. once already and said it would take an extensive study to get it lowered again. Klink talked about a quasi bike trail proposed for Dorn Rd. 

Herrick asked about the bike trails proposed. 

Nawrocki said he attended a UTA meeting and they spoke about contiguous annexation that is being talked about in Madison. 

Morris said there was an invitation for Ruekert & Mielke’s Open House and cautioned the board on attending. 

Lauersdorf asked the board if they could limit the number of bags sold until the new shipment arrives. Morris said yes. 

Klink said the sealcoating from last year was not up to par and that Scott had finished redoing the road. Klink said they sprayed on a different oil because the other had broken down.  Klink said the plows were peeling and lifting up the pea gravel. 

Klink said they had finished all the lawns on Stone Bank Rd. 

Klink stated the board would need to look for a site to haul the compost. Klink said he needed 3 – 5 acres. Discussion. Lichte asked if they could sell the compost

Operator’s Licenses – A motion was made by Fleming to approve Lane, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion was made by Nawrocki to approve, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Fleming to adjourn, second by Nawrocki.
