Town Board Meeting 

Minutes of June 8th, 2010 

· Called to Order at 7:00p.m. by Chairman Morris 

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris 

· Minutes May 25th, 2010 Town Board Meeting. A motion was made by 
Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, Nawrocki. Lichte was absent. Attorney Chapman, Highway Superintendent Klink and Clerk Oman.

Kettle Moraine United Presbyterian Church, Hwy K – Terminate County Conditional Use Permit for the Church Operation and Part of Cemetery Parcel No Longer Under County Shoreland/Floodplain Jurisdiction as Recommended by the Plan Commission – Morris explained this was recommended by the plan commission and the County no longer had jurisdiction over the Kettle Moraine Presbyterian Church and a portion of the cemetery land owed by the Tribute Companies. 

A motion was made to approve the termination of the Waukesha County Conditional Use Permit for the Kettle Moraine Presbyterian Church and the portion of the cemetery no longer in the Shoreland/Floodplain Jurisdiction now owned by the Tribute Companies as recommended by the Plan Commission by Nawrocki, second by Fleming.  Motion carried. 

Tyme Out Center, Hwy C Order to Amend Conditional Use #5 Schedule of Events Detail as Recommended by the Plan Commission– Chapman explained the order to change #5 for the conditional use permit was for scheduling 10 events instead of the 5 originally.  Chapman said the Tyme Out Center would have a Farmer’s Market nine times on Thursdays and their one time Spring Event. A site plan would also be attached to the order. 

A motion was made to approve the order to amend the conditional use as recommended by the Plan Commission by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Mary & Richard Bock, Florencetta Hts., Conditional Use Permit for Land Altering Activities as Recommended by the Plan Commission – Morris explained the land altering plan and said it was a good plan received timely and not after the fact. 

Nawrocki made a motion to recommend to Waukesha County approval for the Conditional Use Permit with conditions presented as recommended by the Plan Commission, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

Lake Country Gallery Donation Proposal – Teri Petersen requested a $300.00 donation from the Town of Merton to set up a purchase award for an artist’s representation of the North Lake area per the Town Board’s choice. Petersen said she was trying to setup in conjunction with the 150th North Lake celebration. 

Chapman said it would be an appropriate expense. Morris asked if the North Lake committee was agreeable. Petersen said she hasn’t presented yet, she wanted to talk to the Town Board first. Fleming asked if the Town has money in the budget. Clerk said it was not budgeted for. 

Herrick made a motion to approve the $300.00 award, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

North Lake 150th Year Banners – Holly Stapleton presented the board with a picture of the banner she would like to have displayed for the upcoming 150th year celebration of North Lake. Stapleton said she is not requesting funds from the Town for the banners but the monies would be taken out of the proceeds from the 150th Celebration. Stapleton said she would like to request the highway dept.  put up and take down the banners. Stapleton indicated there would be 15 banners displayed on Hwy 83 and Hwy VV in North Lake. 

Morris stated he would still like to have the Town of Merton banner at the Town Center. 

Fleming said the banners should stay up until the seasonal banners are put up at the holidays and then in the spring; the town banners could go back up or mix the two together. 

A motion was made by Fleming to approve the 150th banners be put up until the seasonal change, second by Herrick.  Motion carried. 

Resolution to Waukesha County Recommending “NO PARKING” 20’ South of Carl Schurz Park – Klink reported the entrance to Carl Schurz Park on Highway C is often blocked by vehicles and this parking area is used by the elderly and handicapped, who are having a hard time getting out. 

A motion was made by Fleming to approve resolution with the recommendation to Waukesha County with No Parking South of the entrance at an appropriate distance, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

Grota Appraisal 2011 Revaluation and 2011-2013 Contract Amounts – Clerk stated the 3-year contract through 2013 has increased $75.00 per month. Clerk said it was the standard contract for office hours, on site visits, open book and Board of Review. 

Oman stated the revaluation contract is for 3,305 properties for an interior revaluation, walk through to start this summer and finish in 2011 to bring the Town of Merton back into compliance with WDOR. Total contract is for $224,740.00 less a discount of $16,500.00 for work that would be done through the basic contract. Cman said Grota Appraisal set up the contract for a 60% payout in 2011 and 40% payout in 2012. 

Chapman said he received a note from the WI. Town’s Association Attorney, Carol Nawrocki that a special charge can only be placed on a tax bill for services to the property. He concurred with the WTA that a revaluation would not be appropriate. 

A motion was made by Nawrocki to approve the three-year contract through 2013 for Grota Appraisals, second by Fleming.  Motion carried. 

A motion was made to approve the 2011 Full Revaluation for $208,200.00 by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. 

Motion carried unanimously. 

Approve 2010-2011 Liquor Licenses per List – Clerk presented the police and fire reports for all licensed premises and a list of requests for outdoor areas for drinking and said the Deputy reported 2 additional selling to minors violations for CJ’s and Dotties-Stone Bank occurred the end of May. Chapman said if the violations become habitual, the board would need to address.  Morris said Clerk should go right down list. 

Motions were made as follows for approval for liquor and beer and designated areas unless indicated: 

Armeli’s Meat N Place needs a valid seller’s permit number and to settle some delinquent liquor bills. Request for Outdoor seating on porch area, which is the same as last year. No action was taken, possible hearing. 

Back Bay Bar – Entrance for fire inspection was provided, report indicated of lot of junk stored on site. No action was taken, possible hearing. 

C J’s Daybreak – No changes. Herrick and Fleming. Motion carried. 

Naylor’s Bear Trap – Clerk said request is for 2 areas for outdoor drinking until 11:00p.m. Naylor presented his request to the board. Herrick and Fleming as presented. Motion carried. 

Carl Schurz Park – For fermented malt beverages only. Fleming and Nawrocki. Motion carried. Herrick abstained. 

Dottie’s Stone Bank and Dottie’s Hartland – Fleming and Herrick. Motion carried. 

Hanson’s Pub – Request is for front and back porch areas until 11:00p.m.  Fleming and Herrick. Motion carried. 

Hollywood’s Roadhouse – Request is for proposed deck on north side, bar balcony and walkway until 11:00p.m.  Herrick and Fleming, motion to approve with building inspector approval on proposed deck and repair of current balcony. Motion carried. 

Monches Rec. Club – For Fermented beverages only. Fleming and Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

Kuhtz’s General Store – Request for front deck 9a.m. to 11p.m. Fleming and Herrick. Motion carried. 

North Lake Inn – no changes. Fleming and Herrick. Motion carried. 

North Lake Rec. Club – For Fermented beverages only. Request for license is park and Euchre tournament at Firehouse. – Herrick and Fleming. Motion carried. 

Ox & Cat’s – Request is for Horseshoe League, Wed. Nights, front concrete porch area, north entrance concrete area and east entrance, concrete area until 11p.m.  Fleming and Herrick. Motion carried. 

Stone Bank Fire Dept. – Fermented beverages only. Request for license is park and beer tasting at the firehouse. Fleming and Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

Stone Bank Pub – Request is for (2) tables located outside front entrance until midnight. Board said to be consistent until 11p.m. Fleming and Herrick. Motion carried. 

Woody’s Bar & Grille – Request is for Volley Ball on Wed. night. Fleming and Herrick. Motion carried. 

Clerk was requested to remind owners of responsibility for bartenders to observe and control outside areas and ordinance on noise. 

Resolution to Approve 2010 Seal Coating Bid – Klink said two bids were received and his recommendation is for Scott Construction.  A motion was made to adopt the resolution awarding bid to Scott Construction by Nawrocki, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Letter from Don Vilione at Baker Tilly on Succession of Partner, Wendi Unger – Clerk stated Don Vilione called to advise the Town of his retirement and was recommending Wendi Unger to succeed as partner for the Town of Merton account.  Clerk stated since Unger was a personal friend, she wanted to run it by the board who are also familiar with Unger.  A motion was made to approve the succession of Vilione with Unger by Fleming, second by Herrick.  Motion carried. 

Clerk-Board-Attorney Reports-

Fleming reported on the LKMD meeting and pumping of water out of the lake by Payne and Dolan. 

Oman reported on a tree donated to the Town by Mr. George Stanley for the soccer park and the landscaping and trees for the downtown area that is taking place. Oman also stated Monches Park and the Soccer Park parking lots would be re-striped. 

Klink reported 

· on the grant for the proposed trail connecting Churchill Ridge if received, would require a lot of compliance.  Klink said North Lake School is in favor but have no money for maintenance, plowing etc. and the Town doesn’t have the equipment to plow and the maintenance could involve some costs down the road. 

· Meeting with MLG regarding Mason Creek. Klink said the road is not good and recommended they pulverize and put on 2 lifts.  

· On a letter received from R & M regarding Daley’s Woods and what was needed for those roads.

Herrick reported on BOA hearings. 

Chapman received a memo about §9.02 and gun carry and asked the board if he should proceed with updating the ordinance. Board indicated to proceed.

Morris reported on a Flight for Life Award to be received by the Stone Bank And North Lake Fire Departments in September and would like the board to attend. 

Operator’s Licenses as presented  -Buchmneier, Conrad, Cull, Dean, Dieball, Dost, Drott, Eubanks, Gehring, Gonyo, Gross, Kaiser, Kenealy, D. Kenealy, J. A motion was made to adjourn by Fleming, second by Herrick.
