Minutes of June 14th, 2011

· Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:00p.m. 
· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris 
· Minutes May 24th, 2011 Town Board Meeting. A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisors Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman, Hwy. Superintendent Klink and Clerk Oman. 
Also Present: Tom Hulquist, Kevin Laabs, Sharon Neuhofer, Jeff Hollenberger, Fahrner and Deputy Ripplinger 
Citizen Comments and Concerns: None 
Old Business:
Amend and Repeal §20.05(2B)(a)1 of the General Code, Establishing the Emergency Slow No Wake on Moose Lake to 882.75 msl Effective June 27, 2011 – Attorney Chapman stated the board could not act on this until after June 27th per the DNR even on a contingent basis. 
Clerk said the Moose Lake Association brought in the results of their meeting, 45 were in favor of the ordinance to be changed and 30 did not agree for several reasons. Clerk stated a letter was received from Sharon Tobolski and copied to the board. Clerk will put on the June 28th agenda. Morris asked how many votes Carl Schurz Park received. Kevin Laabs stated 1 per property owner. 

New Business: 
North Lake Sand & Gravel Conditional Use Permit Update as Recommended by the Plan Commission –   Chapman stated this was a new conditional use with history of the old. Changing the setback on Kilbourne Rd. from 200’ to 100’. Chapman stated they are regulated by the MSHA and take water samples. Chapman also spoke the ultimate location of Kilbourne Rd., their letter of credit and NR 135. 

A motion was made by Lichte for approval as recommended by the Plan Commission, second by Herrick.  Herrick asked about donating land to the Town. Hulquist said land is not given away but has a restoration plan. Motion carried.                                                                                                                       

Eric and Dawn Haertle, Conditional Use Permit as Recommended by the Plan Commission– Chapman indicated this conditional use permit was procedural with our ordinance for land altering activities. Chapman said there will be berms around the driveway not to exceed to 2-1/2 to 3’ high. A motion was made by Fleming to approve as recommended by the Plan Commission, second by Herrick. Motion carried.  

Resolution to Award 2011 Sealcoating – Klink reported on the two bids received, one from Fahrner and one from Scott Construction. Klink said the last time they used Fahrner was 1999 and there were failure problems. Hollenberger stated they had some problems due to a small amount of crew and feels they can get at the job sooner so things set up better. Morris asked about the specificiation change on oil. Morris said the roads use to last 6 – 7 years and now we get 3 years and the roads are gone. 
Hollenberger stated they use a Mac 5 oil out west and it does bleed and track. Morris asked about the oil the town uses. Hollenberger said it is a CRS2 emulsion, water based. Jeff said the refineries are taking more of the good stuff out of the oil, so it’s not always known what we’re getting. Jeff stated there is a polymer oil, sets up quicker, but not sure on longevity. 
Morris asked about a policy on performance of product. Jeff said they would fix if something came out wrong. Klink said the problem was the product did not hold up. Discussion on start date and set up time. Morris asked if they would use local material from NLS & G. Jeff said yes. 
A motion was made by Lichte to approve the base bid of $176,100, second by Fleming. Motion denied. 
Klink said he would take out Joseph Ct. and Appaloosa to stay within budget. 
A motion was made by Nawrocki to accept a resolution for the total bid of $164,301.00, taking out Joseph Ct. and Appaloosa and a short performance agreement with Fahrner, second by Herrick. Motion carried unanimously.
Renew Road Agreement with Village of Chenequa – Chapman said this was an extension of the first agreement for a year with automatic renewal and a 60 day notification to not renew for Beaver Lake Rd. and Hasslinger Dr. 
A motion was made by Herrick to approve, second by Lichte. Motion carried unanimously.  
Approval of 2011-2012 Alcohol Licenses – Clerk read through list of licensed premises and stated Armeli’s is waiting for a valid seller’s permit and there were complaints from the fire inspector for Back Bay Bar. 
A motion was made to grant Armeli’s license contingent on a valid seller’s permit by Lichte, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 
A motion was made by Lichte, second by Fleming to postpone action on Back Bay Bar until the fire inspector is satisfied by June 20th. Clerk is instructed to notify Weidig and possibly set up for a denial hearing. Motion carried unanimously. 
A motion was made to approve all other licenses submitted by Lichte, second by Herrick. Herrick said bars in the Town are run well. Motion carried. 
Clerk Board and Attorney Reports:
Fleming has a LKMD meeting on June 29th. 
Oman provided the board a note and Kettle Moraine Map produced by the Mid-Kettle Group. Oman said the planner represents the Town, Marilyn Haroldson on the Mid-Kettle Group. 
Klink reported on posting Petersen Rd 10-Ton weight limit due to a hole in the road. 
Herrick asked about no parking on CTH C. Klink said he has not heard from the county. 
Morris reported on the tee rails on the Bugline to the tressel. Morris said Grimm from County said they would put in a snowmobile trail next to it. 
Operator’s Licenses per List – A motion to approve licenses per list per Herrick, second by Lichte. Motion was carried. Nawrocki voted no on Garcia. 
Vouchers as presented – A motion was made to approve as presented by Herrick, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 
A motion was made to adjourn by Fleming, second by Lichte.
