TOWN OF MERTON

Town Board Meeting 

Minutes of June 22, 2010 

· Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:00p.m. 

· Pledge of Allegiance 

· Minutes June 8th, 2010 Town Board Meeting. A motion was made by Fleming, second by Nawrocki to approve. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Lichte and Nawrocki. Herrick absent. Attorney Chapman, Highway Superintendent Klink and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Rick Dittmer, Donna Stapleton, Jeanne Ann Frederickson and Sharon Cull. 

Citizen Comments and Concerns:  Rick Dittmer said he hoped everyone was respectful to the board and thanked the board for everything regarding the request for a crematorium. 

Old Business:  

Gardens of Stone Bank LLC, West Shore Drive, Request to Amend Conditional Use Permit (aka: Stone Bank Presbyterian Cemetery) to Construct and Operate a Chapel for Services, Office and Cremations, Accept Letter from Gardens of Stone Bank for Withdrawal of Application – A motion was made by Lichte to accept the letter of withdrawal from the Gardens of Stone Bank for their application for a conditional use, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

New Business:

Town and North Lake 150th Banner Placement – Frederickson stated Holly Stapleton had presented the 150th year banners to the board at the last meeting and said it wouldn’t be beneficial to have the new banners up for only two months. Frederickson presented some ideas on the placement of the banners. 

· Town Banners at entrance to Town of Merton in all directions – to stay up all year. 

· Rotate the North Lake Banners with the holiday banners. 

· Alternate Town of Merton with North Lake on the poles 

· Have 2 banners on the poles with business sponsorship on one side. 

Nawrocki asked how many town banners there were. 16 banners. 

Morris said we couldn’t have 2 banners because the trucks would hit them. 

Frederickson offered having Jack the Welder make additional brackets.

Morris said he didn’t like what he heard. Frederickson thanked the board. Further discussion.  Morris asked the board to think about the alternatives and come back to the next meeting with their thoughts.

Ox & Cats, Hwy E, Approve Porch Located in the Right of Way per County BOA Conditions – A motion was made by Fleming to approve the porch addition in the right-of-way per Waukesha County Condition, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Ordinance to Repeal and Re-create §9.17, Relating to Outdoor and Refuse Burning – Clerk stated she contacted the Fire Chiefs to suggest the time on the burning permit for open burning and the time in the ordinance for open burning should be the same. Oman stated they agreed. 

A motion was made to adopt the ordinance by Lichte, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Ordinance to Repeal and Re-create §9.02 Relating to the Use of Firearms and Weapons – Chapman stated 9.02 needed to be updated. Chapman said this would not affect hunting in the Town of Merton, just carrying handguns with regard to parks, school districts, taverns, school grounds etc.   Hunting is referred to in 9.01. 

Lichte asked about private schools being listed in the ordinance. Chapman said they are covered privately. 

A motion was made to approve by Lichte, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Approve Lighting Repairs in Town Hall Not In Budget – Morris explained the ballasts in the Town Hall were failing and said it would cost more to replace the current ballasts then put in new ones. Klink stated there would be a rebate available until June 30th.  Morris said they received 2 quotes last year and the price would remain the same. Oman stated the quote was for $6600.00 and after the rebate would be around $5000. Oman said that was her whole budget in building and grounds and would look elsewhere in general government to make up the difference needed. 

A motion was made by Fleming to replace the lights, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Approve Cost from Merit Asphalt to Provide Turnaround for Town Trucks for Winter Plowing for Property at N78W29196 Flynn Rd. Not in Budget – Klink stated the town has always used this driveway to turn around on for snowplowing Flynn Rd. because the right-of-way was narrow.  Klink said the owner was replacing the driveway and in order for the town to get an easement, he would have to add to the asphalt to withstand the weight of the trucks. 

Chapman said the easement would be for 15 years and then would have to be negotiated again. 

A motion was made to approve $ 6,447.00 to complete the turn around by Lichte, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Clerk-Board-Attorney Reports-

Klink reported: 

· Center Oak Rd was near completion and a pre-construction meeting would be held for Breezy Pt. Rd. at the end of the week.

· New lights at the highway department have given them a lot more lighting. 

Lichte reported:

· NLMD with regard to Monches Dam project starting soon. 

· Discussion on lawsuits regarding the boat launch were held in closed session

· Commissioners of Public Lands would be financing the Monches project

· Health Insurance update and scheduled meetings 

Fleming reported: 

· Windows at the town hall were vinyl cladded and painted

Oman reported on the dates for the upcoming WI. Town’s Convention in October from 3-6th and the electric company would be shutting the power off for at least 7 hours in the near future for the start up of their new system. 

Morris reported about the upcoming budgets meetings conducted by Waukesha County. 

Attorney Chapman, Proposed Okauchee Incorporation Report – Chapman reported on the meetings held at the Town of Oconomowoc and said their minutes indicated they would be soliciting Stone Bank residents especially on Moose Lake. Chapman said the Town should be proactive in this matter. 

Operator’s Licenses Approvals – A motion was made to approve the following operator’s licenses by Fleming, second by Lichte.
