Town Board Meeting

Minutes of June 23, 2090 

· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:00p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris

· Minutes of June 9th, 2009. A motion was made to approve by Fleming, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Lichte, and Nawrocki. Supervisor Herrick excused. Attorney Chapman and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Tim Klink, Jim Larson, Mr. Matteson

Library Addition & Renovation Project Draws (if needed) – None 

Transfer Station Bag Cost – Chairman asked Clerk to read costs prepared, which included the cost of the bags, transfer station budget, highway dept. portion of budget, dumpster fees and sales tax. 

Morris stated he was proposing $225.00/box of 75 or 3.50 ea. Or 3/10.00. Nawrocki asked if the increase would cover the tipping fee the governor is proposing again in the budget.  

Lichte asked about the increase in dumpster fees.  Morris said no freebies would be allowed and he had to check on a couple of things. 

Fleming said there are landscapers out there charging for cleaning up people’s yard and then bringing the material to our dump. Morris said there would be no commercial yard waste accepted. 

Klink stated that in Minocqua they are charging 4.00/bag for garbage or recycling to dispose of. 

Fleming made a motion to charge $225.00/box, 3.50/bag or 3/10.00, second by Lichte effective immediately. Motion carried. 

Stone Bank Pub, Outdoor Drinking, July 4th – Fleming made a motion to approve permit, second by Lichte. Fleming asked about security. Nawrocki asked about open intoxicants. Motion carried.

2009 Seal Coating Resolution – Klink stated 2 contractors bid on the job. Scott Construction and Fahrner.  Klink recommended Scott Construction. 

Morris asked about a concern over the roads done last year. Klink said Scott came back, fixed the roads the oil broke down and the problem was resolved. Board discussed slag versus pea gravel and coated pea gravel. 

Fleming made a motion to approve the resolution awarding Scott Construction the contract, second by Lichte.  Chapman read resolution. Morris asked about the timetable. Klink said by the end of August. Motion carried. 

Offers for 1995 Ford Plow Truck and 1976 Paystar – Lichte made a motion to accept the bid of $17,000.00 from Theine Excavation, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Klink said the trucks were displayed in the parking lot on VV and there has been more interest on the 1976 Paystar. Klink would like to hold off the sale until July 15th and re-look at the offers. 

Fleming made a motion to postpone the sale of the 1976 Paystar and accept offers until July 15th, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

Approval of 2009 Alcohol Licenses – Clerk read list of licensed premises. The following made special requests: 

· Naylor’s Bear Trap – Outdoor drinking on patio from 11a.m. to 8p.m. or dusk. 

· Hanson’s Pub – Outdoor Drinking on Porch area facing CTH VV 

· Meat N Place – Outdoor Drinking for overflow porch area

· Kuhtz’s General Store – Outdoor Drinking on Deck area from Noon – 8:00p.m. or dusk. 

· North Lake Rec Dept. to include firehouse for Euchre tournament 

· Stone Bank Park to include the Stone Bank Firehouse

· Stone Bank Pub & Eatery – Outdoor Drinking for 2 overflow tables outside main entrance.

· Woody’s Pub – Outdoor Drinking for Horseshoe League only

· Ox & Cat’s – Outdoor Drinking for Horseshoe League only

A motion was made to approve as presented by Fleming, second by Lichte, with the exception that Joe Armeli’s license is approved contingent upon receiving a valid seller’s permit number.  Motion carried. 
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Matteson CSM as Recommended by the Plan Commission – Lichte made a motion to approve CSM as recommended by the Plan Commission, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

Acceptance of Quit Claims for Hillcrest Dr. – Chapman explained the conveyance of property for Nowak, Bence, Nielsen and the Town of Merton. Chapman said if they don’t the original owners, the property where it came from would go to adjacent landowners 50/50. Chapman said by quitclaiming the property it would be an aid to gaining title to the property. 

A motion was made by Nawrocki, second by Fleming to approve the quitclaims, subject to authorizing the deeds not to be recorded until the CSM has been approved, Motion carried. 

Klink stated the road is sitting right now where the quitclaim is. 

Ordinance to Create 20.04(2)(e), Slow No Wake Beaver Lake, Highway 83 Bay, per DNR Request – Clerk stated it was at the request of the DNR for this ordinance, providing protection for the shoreline at the Highway 83 Bay. Clerk said if the board approves, it would then be sent to the DNR for their approval and would then be effective after it is published. 

Fleming made a motion to adopt the ordinance, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports - Oman reported on the FEMA training she took in Emmitsburg, MD. And how all the disciplines came together working as one. 

Morris talked about the schedule County Budget Meetings on July 15, 22 and 27th. 

Morris said he would be participating in the Stone Bank Parade on July 4th. 

Fleming asked about letters sent for junk at different parcels in the Town. 

Report from Supervisor Nawrocki, Town of Lisbon Yard Waste Site – Nawrocki said the site was at Plainview and Hwy 164. The Town leases the land from Plainview Sand & Gravel. The site is open Sat. from 8 to 4 and Mondays from 4 to 8p.m.. Participating municipalities are the Village of Sussex, Village of Merton and the Town of Lisbon. The municipalities pay Lisbon $1000.00 for using the facility.  Each landowner then can buy a pass for $25.00/year, $20.00 to go to Lisbon and $5.00 to the municipality for processing the pass.

Lisbon then hires a tub grinder for about $20,000. DPW sifts through it and the mulch can be picked up if you have a permit.  Nawrocki said it looked like a very efficient operation. 
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Lichte asked if it was $25.00 a season. Nawrocki said yes. Fleming asked about the number of employees.  Nawrocki said 3, from 8-12, 3 from 12-4 and 3 from 4 –8. 

Morris asked is the Town would issue the permits. Nawrocki said yes, that’s what they would get the $5.00 for administrative. 

Chapman asked if ID is provided? Fleming said we should look into it with maybe the Town of Oconomowoc and Town of Erin. 

Highway Department Update – Klink spoke about slag roads versus pea gravel. Klink said the pea gravel is holding up better than the slag. Klink said the slag gets glassy when it turns hot. Morris said that Reddelien Rd. is asking for pea gravel versus slag. Klink said years ago they paid extra to have their road asphalt. 

Lichte said they had slag at Stone Bank School. Nawrocki said the slag looks better and melts faster. Klink said slag is slicker. Morris said slag tracks in more. 

Oman said the highway dept. would be closed on July 3rd and July 6th for the holiday and asked if the town hall could join that schedule.  Consensus of the board was yes. 

Operator’s Licenses – Oman said she had spoken to Deputy Gratton and in the past all they approved was the information, and if the information was reported incorrectly, he would deny the license. He said he has no parameters to deny or approve the license. 

Chapman stated that the board should be cautious on any denials because of discrimination. The board should look at the application to see if there record would impact their ability to do the job. 

A motion was made to approve all licenses as presented. Nawrocki voted no to Kilpatrick, Hilger and Heier. Motion carried. 

Vouchers as Presented – A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

A motion was made to adjourn by Fleming, second by Nawrocki.
