Town Board Meeting 

    Minutes of July 13, 2010

· Called to Order at 7:00p.m. By Chairman Morris 

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris 

· Minutes June 22nd, 2010 Town Board Meeting/Hearing. A motion was made to approve minutes by Fleming, second by Lichte.  Motion carried. 
Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman, Highway Supervisor Klink and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Craig Musbach, Mike Kotlarek, Chris Protz and Kevin Laabs

Citizen Comments and Concerns: None 

Old Business:  

Town and North Lake 150th Banner Placement – Chairman Morris asked for suggestions for banner placement. Lichte made a motion to alternate every other banner, Town and North Lake, keep the banners up until the holidays and then put up again after the holidays, second by Fleming. Motion carried.  

New Business:

Request by Sandy Lybert for Permission to Close Park Rd, July 24th, 2010 for Kickball Tournament Sponsored by Your Choice, Addiction Counseling – A motion was made by Lichte to allow, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Request to Amend Lake Ordinance §20.08(2B), Slow No Wake, Lake Keesus – Musbach presented the LKMD analysis on why the OHWM would like to establish a new mark to 958.58. Musbach said the dam controls the lake at 958.21, which is the present mark. 

Musbach said the district measured 3 properties that are low on the lake. Musbach said they had a meeting Monday night to discuss the issue. 

Herrick asked about how many people attended.  Musbach said about 30.  Musbach indicated there were some who were not in favor of the change.

Mike Kotlarek said he is a surveyor and uses GIS to measure the mark, which he used for measuring the low properties. Kotlarek said the Neuser property is low and the seawall is low.

Clerk said the LKMD needs to advise the Town when they put on a slow no wake and take it off so she can publish the notice. 

Musbach said they put 2 signs up to alert the lake properties and those coming on the lake. Musbach said they also have a lot of email addresses to alert property owners. 

Fleming made a motion to set the mark at 958.58’, second by Herrick. Motion carried.

Chapman said the board would have to amend the ordinance and the Clerk would have to call the DNR to get their approval on the change and then the board could approve, until then the mark would still be 958.21’. 

Daniel G. Fairbanks/Sharon Rehlinger, North Bay Rd., Recommend Conditions to Waukesha County for Conditional Use Permit for Earth Altering Activities as Recommended by the Plan Commission  – Chapman prepared a letter listing the conditions recommended by the plan commission to incorporate into the conditional use written by Waukesha County. Chapman read conditions. 

Lichte made a motion to approve conditions as recommended by the Plan Commission and forwarded to Waukesha County, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Mlwaukee Girls and Boys Club, Camp Whitcomb Rd., Wind Energy Tower, Height Regulations (17.21), as Recommended by the Plan Commission  – Chris Protz explained the tower came into play with grants and donations. Protz said it would be located on the Camp Mason side on Center Oak. Protz said the tower would be 171’ from bottom to tip of blades. Lichte asked about the noise. Protz said it is very quiet. Nawrocki asked about construction, humming and shadows. Protz said woods surround it. 

Nawrocki asked if lights were needed. Protz said no and that it was FAA approved. Protz said a wind study was done and this location was the best suited. 

Fleming made a motion to approve as recommended by the plan commission, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Woody’s Bar & Grille, Outdoor Scotch Doubles Golf Outing, Request to Extend Licensed Premises Outdoors, July 31, 2010 from 3p.m. to 9p.m. – Herrick made a motion to approve, second by Lichte. Motion carried.  

Clerk-Board-Attorney Reports-

Klink reported:

Morris asked why the County stopped paving at Townline. Klink didn’t know.
