Town Board Meeting

Minutes of July 14, 2009 

· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:00p.m. 

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris

· Minutes of June 23, 2009.  A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman and Clerk Oman. 

Also present: Tim Klink, Colin Tetkoski, Bill Bruss,  Deputy Whitstone,  Lt. Ulm and Jill Rick

Citizen Comments and Concerns: 

Mr. Bruss’s, South Woodfield Rd. – Concern was the speed on Rybeck Rd., people are driving in excess of 35mph. Mr. Bruss asked about a speed reduction, signage and enforcement. 

Tim Klink stated that Rybeck Rd. use to be a county road and the speed limit had been dropped 10mph already. Klink said Rybeck Rd. was not conducive for stop signs, he would recommend more enforcement.  Klink said it is a common problem on any road in the town.  Nawrocki asked about a speed sign showing drivers their rate of speed. Morris said one of the problems is when Arrowhead gets out and they take a shortcut from Rybeck to the Village of Merton. Herrick spoke about stop signs and the number of feet needed. 

Old Business: 

Joe Armeli’s Meat N Place License – Chapman stated that Armeli’s license was granted contingent upon receiving a valid seller’s permit number, which is issued by Wisconsin Dept. of Revenue. 

A motion was made by Fleming to have the town attorney work to have the Meat N Place brought into compliance with alcohol licensing, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

New Business: 

Library Addition and Renovation Project Draws – Clerk stated the amounts for the draw are as follows: Public Funding $103,033.00 less 5% retainage equals $97,881.35. Direct sales were in the amount of $16,947.76. Total amount of the draw was $ 114,829.11. 

A motion was made by Fleming to approve the draw, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

2009 Resolution for Library Levy Rate – Chapman read resolution.                     
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A motion was made to adopt the resolution setting the library levy rate at 0.22098 per thousand dollars of equalized value, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Ox & Cats Outdoor Alcohol Cancer Event, August 15th – A motion was made by Fleming to approve as presented, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Blessed Teresa of Calcutta Outdoor Alcohol Temporary B License Event, Sept. 12th – A motion was made by Herrick to approve Temporary B License, second by Lichte.  Motion carried. 

Luce CSM, Hasslinger Dr. as Recommended by the Plan Commission – Morris said the CSM was approved contingent upon some technicalities being corrected. Morris they were combining parcels to gain area for a floor area ratio requirement. Clerk stated planner looked over and approved with corrections. Herrick asked if he should abstain from the vote since this was still coming back to the Board of Adjustment. Chapman said yes. 

A motion was made to approve CSM as recommended by the Plan Commission by Nawrocki, second by Lichte. Motion carried. Herrick abstained. 

Duane Stamsta CSM, Center Oak Rd. as recommended by the Plan Commission – A motion was made to approve CSM as recommended by the Plan Commission by Fleming, second by Nawrocki. Herrick was concerned about future land splits. Morris stated he had 2.9 acres in an A-1 zoning, 3 acres. Motion carried. 

Tremaine Request for Rezoning, CTH VV – Morris stated the Tremaine property was in a B-3 zoning which doesn’t allow residential, but B-2 would and that is the request.  Morris said our ordinance needs the town board to refer the rezoning back to the Plan Commission for investigation and a public hearing. Morris said they have included all 6 properties adjacent to Tremaines for the referral. 

A motion was made by Lichte to refer the rezoning back to the plan commission, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Yardwaste and Transfer Station Policy – Nawrocki stated that he had explored the Town of Lisbon site and explained what takes place at this site. Morris said the Voss Tree was moving out of the area and the property owned by Lund might be available for rent. Morris suggested that Nawrocki and another supervisor meet with Lisbon to see if this was feasible. Morris asked Klink to check with Lund about his property.

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports – Klink reported on the meeting with Chenequa over Hasslinger Dr.  Klink said the highway dept. is working on wedging the roads in preparation for sealcoating. Klink said he would open bids tomorrow for 1976 Paystar 

and report back to the board. Klink reported on the concern over the new parking area 
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by the library and the stormwater plan and possible problems with overflow if a heavy rain was received. 

Morris said the library modified their grading plan to accommodate the changes. 

Nawrocki asked about the well being drilled at the library on the west side. 

Fleming said he would be attending a LKMD meeting. 

Oman reported the Town of Merton ordinances are now on the website. 

Herrick asked about the Bielinski property. Chapman said he’s getting to it; right now he is not in violation of anything. 

Herrick asked about the benchmark on Moose Lake. Clerk stated they were getting a quote from Yaggy and Colby to set the mark. 

Lichte asked about the location. 

Nawrocki said they have established a benchmark by the dam on Okauchee. 

North Lake and Beaver Lake have set their marks. 

Nawrocki attended an Urban Town’s Meeting in Sun Prairie. 

Morris reported on the WTA meeting on July 22 and a Co-Op Council meeting on July 27th. Morris said the county fair is now open and that he attended a fundraiser at the library that was very nice. 

Lt. Ulm reported that Deputy Gratton would be leaving the Town shift August 1st.  to take a first shift position in the court system. Lt. Ulm asked the board if there was a certain criteria the board was looking for, for his replacement. Herrick asked if the Sheriff’s Dept. was still using the bicycle on their shift in the Town. Chapman suggested they get input from Deputy Gratton about his replacement. 

Operator’s Licenses – A motion was made to approve licenses presented by Fleming, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion was made to approve vouchers as presented by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

A motion was made to adjourn by Fleming, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried.
