Town Board Meeting 

Minutes of July 27, 2010
· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:00p.m. 

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris 

· Minutes July 13th, 2010 Town Board Meeting. A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 
Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, Nawrocki. Supervisor Lichte excused. Attorney Chapman and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Andy Petersen, Ruekert & Mielke, Mr & Mrs Strube, Mr & Mrs Musbach, Mike Kotlarek, Paul Dross, Laura Milbrath, Mr. Neuser, Rick Kandler, Greg Brunclik, Nancy Etter, Scott Bence, Kevin Laabs, Connie Muench and many others. 
Citizen Comments and Concerns: Petersen reported on the culvert replacement for Northwoods and Petersen Rd. and said Ruekert & Mielke was waiting to hear back from the DNR with options for replacement. 
Old Business:  

Request to Amend Lake Ordinance §20.08(2B), Slow No Wake to 958.58, Lake Keesus – Morris said the board approved the new elevation at the last board meeting but they would have to act on the ordinance once the DNR had the opportunity to look at the proposed ordinance, which they now have. Morris said the goal of the town board is the protection of the lake. 

Herrick asked about the surveyor setting the mark and said there are piers under water now. Musbach said there are 2- 3 properties over the 958.58 msl measurement. 

Discussion on problems on the shoreline, high water lots and seawalls. 

Kander said the dam was put in because the lake was too shallow. Kandler said lake living is fixing the shoreline and repairing piers, that’s what happens on lakes. 

Neuser presented the board with pictures of his property under water and by his boathouse. Neuser said he was opposed to the new elevation. Neuser said waverunners make waves 10-14” over his seawall and those waves will crash his boathouse. 

Morris talked about the history of the dam and stated Lee Jones said they cleaned out the area by the dam and the culvert in the sixties, but the dam had been built in the 1920’s because the lake was low. 

Strube said he’s been on the lake for 40 years and talked about the dam and the culvert put in by the town and said he was in favor of the new elevation. 

Dross said he wasn’t interested in how and when. Dross said the LKMD has a handle on the lake and are doing a good job and the board should not legislate to lowest common denominator. 

Brunclik said the LKMD compromised at 958.58, when the center of Camp Whitcomb Rd. 958.78.

Etter said it was a consensus of the LKMD for the higher elevation. 

Attorney Chapman read the amended ordinance. 

A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Herrick. 

Nawrocki asked if the surveyor would set a permanent marker. Morris said yes and the LKMD had put out a 3’ x 4’ sign at the boat launch with an attendant notifying people there was a slow no wake. 

Herrick asked who slow no wake signs were stolen, the town or LKMD. Musbach said LKMD. Herrick said that’s not helping anything.

Motion carried. 

Kotlarek said the mark was on the pier bulkhead and thought the dam might be another option for a second location. Clerk said the DNR recommended measuring from 2 points to form one location. 

New Business:

Approval to Hire Surveyor to Set a Permanent Marker on Lake Keesus – A motion was made to hire a surveyor to set a permanent marker on Lake Keesus by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Blessed Theresa of Calcutta Annual Church Festival, Sept 11th – 12th, Temporary Class “B” Beer License – A motion was made by Herrick to approve License, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

Clerk-Board-Attorney Reports-

Clerk said the employees are filling out health insurance application to get a rate from the State and there would be no application fee cost. 

Herrick said they have a board of adjustment meeting tomorrow. 

Nawrocki would attend the WTA, Waukesha Unit Mtg. At the Town of Delafield and would also be attending an Electric Smart Use meeting on August 4th. 

Morris reported on:

disaster report filed to  Waukesha Cty. with the rains last week. 

Sandbagging on Northwoods Dr. by the highway dept. 

Carl Schurz event on August 8th representation by the Town. Fleming said he would attend. 

Slow No Wakes on Town of Merton Lakes – Clerk reported at the present time all five lakes in the Town were under slow no wake. Milbrath said the Town would have to consider alleviating the water problem on Lake Keesus in the future.  

Operator’s Licenses Approvals  - A motion was made by Fleming, second by Herrick to approve Arndorfer, E; Cull, D; Cull, E; Duff, Lenling, G; Mokrzycki, A. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion was made by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

A motion was made to adjourn by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried.
