Old Business: 

Accept Bid for Sale of 1976 Paystar Truck  - Griffin reported on the bids and recommended the town sell to the highest bidder who was Daniel’s Infrastructure at $4,975.00.  A motion was made to approve the sale of the 1976 Paystar without the V Plow and wing to Daniel’s Infrastructure for $4,975.00 by Herrick, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

New Business: 

Library Addition & Renovation Project Draws (if needed) – No Action 

Scott Bence, Combining and Redefining of Lots by CSM, Hillcrest and Vista Dr. – 

Chapman gave an explanation of the CSM that was created when portions of Hillcrest was vacated, which gave pieces to the Nielsen, Bence and Nowak properties and defined the road for the Town of Merton.  A motion was made to approve the CSM as recommended by the Plan Commission by Nawrocki, second by Lichte.  Motion carried. 

Approval for Hiring Kevin Riemer to the Highway Dept. – Morris stated there were 25 applications and 5 interviews conducted with 2 applicants receiving a second interview. Committee was Morris, Fleming and Tim Klink.  Morris read qualifications of Kevin Riemer and said he had worked at Waukesha County and the Town of Lisbon. A motion was made by Nawrocki to approve the hiring of Kevin Riemer, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports – Lichte attended a North Lake Management Meeting and gave the board a report on Monches Dam. Lichte said the meeting talked about the fish kill on North Lake and the Public Boat Launch sites. Lichte said NLMD was cautiously optimistic about the proposed second site.
