· Minutes July 26th, 2011 Town Board Meeting and Public Hearing. A motion to approve by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Motion carried.  

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisors Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman, Highway Superintendent Klink and Clerk Oman.
Also Present: Bob Lechtenberg, Paul Griffin, Nancy & Lee Jones, John Nelson, Jeff Pollack, Roger Thorson

New Business: 
Park Drive Procedures for Parking – Chapman talked about the zoning code and this becoming a land use issue and the code should be uniform throughout. He discussed 17.23, 17.20, location principal structures and accessory buildings, setbacks and offsets. Chapman went on to discuss 17.23 (7.5), having it state, no vehicle will be closer than 10’ from south lot line from Nov. 1 to April 1. Chapman said it would require a public hearing. 
Herrick asked about shore stations. Fleming said it doesn’t belong there. Lichte said this a snowplowing issue. Klink said it’s a right-of-way issue, stacking materials, boats trailer, gardens etc. Klink said use the 10’ offset but remove all the items. Klink said it is a winter issue, but the catalyst is storage in the right-of-way.
Lechtenberg – asked about 17.23 off-street parking within 500’ of a lot. Chapman said Park Dr. is a unique situation. 
J. Nelson presented a booklet describing his property and topography. Nelson said he has no land to pull his shore stations to if we take storage off the right-of-way. 
N. Jones talked about building setbacks and deed restrictions within the right-of-way. Chapman said it is a revocable encroachment. 
J. Pollack said he has a 1-1/2 garage and 2 cars. He needs a space for a car. 
Klink agreed he had a unique situation. Klink also said since the last meeting 2 planters were put in a troubled spot for pushing snow. 
Lechtenberg suggested a 1-year moratorium to see if there are problems. Talked about guest parking, and giving it a trial period. 
P. Lechtenberg said they are trying to be cooperative on stored items but said there has been no communication in 11 years. Try this winter, not necessary to draft an ordinance. 
Morris asked who would police road. Chapman stated Klink said it is a problem. 
R.Thorson stated it is a unique situation, but maintained well and need to cooperate. Thorson said you can’t do an ordinance, there are 3 exceptions already.
Klink again said parking boats, cars etc. progressed more and more each time, more storage and items and needs to be resolved for the future also. 
Fleming said if the stuff gets in the way, it’s gone. Fleming said when the piers come out then it’s in the right-of-way. 
Lichte said the proposal is reasonable. 
Chapman said it will be on the August 23rd agenda, maintaining a 10’ offset, 1 year moratorium and what could be done. No action. 
Approve Ordinance to Create §17.23(7.5) of the General Code Relating to Off-Street Parking on Substandard Town Roads (ie: Park Dr.) – No Discussion or  Action.
Approve Conditional Use Permit for Arrowhead High School as recommend by the Plan Commission – A motion was made to approve as recommended by the Plan Commission by Lichte, second by Herrick. Morris said it was just a relocation of the cross country trail. Klink said they would cut a minimal amount of trees. Motion carried. 
St. John’s Lutheran Church Community Picnic, August 26th, 2011, Temporary B Alcohol License – A motion was made to approve by Herrick, second by Fleming.  Motion carried. 
Approval for Bee Man, Collection of Wasp and Bee Nests – Clerk stated they acquire the nests to provide venom to pharmaceutical companies for severe allergies. A motion was made to approve by Lichte, with a requirement for a certificate of insurance, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 
Approve Journal Entries – Clerk discussed journal entries. A motion was made to approve by Lichte, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 
Discussion on Proposed Concealed Carry Law, November 1 – Discussion on municipal buildings, libraries and whether to allow concealed carry in municipal buildings. Chapman checking more into information.
Clerk, Board and Attorney Reports:
Nawrocki talked about protesting annexations and a bill to correct. 
Klink discussed:
· the construction trailer for the Petersen Rd. culvert job in place and should be starting next week. Monday they will close the road. 
· Sealcoating will start on August 22nd. 
· 2006 truck brakes were repaired at no charge by Badger Truck.
Fleming reported on the construction progress on the Town Hall. 
Oman said Board of Review will start on August 23rd. 
Operator Licenses - A motion was made to approve by Nawrocki, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 
Vouchers – A motion was made to approve by Fleming, second by Lichte. Motion carried.
