Town Board Meeting 
Minutes of August 11th, 2009 

· Called to order by Chairman Morris 

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris

· Minutes of August 11th, 2009. A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisors Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman, Treasurer Courtney and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Jeff Gerdes and Deputy Jensen. 

Citizen Comments and Concerns: 

Old Business: 

Approval of Journal Entries from Treasurer/Year To Date Budget Figures – Treasurer stated she is trying to report to the board on a quarterly basis.  Treasurer Courtney explained the journal entries were due to a re-class into correct accounts. Courtney explained she set up individual accounts for the Park Improvement Funds and Fees In Lieu Fund as recommended by the auditors and separated the interest out for those accounts. Courtney also stated she has a separate account setup for the library interest from the borrowed money for the addition. 

Treasurer and Clerk reported on the following: 

· Money was received in 2009 for the FEMA grant due to the flooding of 2008 and was moved from public works to the receivables. 

· Building permits were running low at this time. 

· Cable franchise revenues should be higher 

· Public works revenue was higher due to sale of trucks. 

· Highway fuel expenses should be lower 

· Highway other expenses were higher due to renting a compost machine for $5500.00 

Lichte asked if the building inspector wages were covered. Oman said yes.  Nawrocki asked if the town was getting fees from A T & T. Oman said yes.  

A motion was made by Nawrocki to approve the journal entries, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Morris thanked Courtney for her report. 
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New Business: 

Library Addition & Renovation Project Draws – Clerk stated the request was for $37,981.00 for the public funding after the 5% retainage and $49,123.53 for the direct sales. A motion was made by Fleming to approve draw, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Introduction of Resolution for Garvin Lane and Set Public Hearing Date -  Chapman explained that the town would need to accept Garvin Lane as a road and then have a resolution to vacate a portion of that road for the proposed land split. Chapman said the introduction of the resolution had to be 40 days before the public hearing date of September 22, 2009 and that’s what’s been done today. No action needed. 

Harvestfest, Sept. 19th, Close Park Rd on Sept. 19th and 20th – A motion was made by Nawrocki to approve, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Harvestfest, Sept. 19th, Use of Tables and Chairs from Town Hall – A motion was made by Fleming, second by Lichte to approve use. Motion carried. 

2009 Halloween Trick or Treat Hours – Clerk stated she had a request to have trick or treat on Saturday, October 31st, since it was Halloween instead of the usual last Sunday of the month.  Clerk talked to the Village of Merton because they usually have their hours on the same day and the Village of Merton was in agreement. A motion was made to approve Trick or Treat Hours to October 31st, from 4p.m. to 7p.m. by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Combining Wards at Town Hall for Purchase of New Voting Machines – Clerk stated the Eagle voting machines were now 13 years old and their lifespan was stated to be 10 years. Oman said the county recommended looking into budgeting for new machines in the near future. Oman said the county bought machines for the whole county in 1996 but they were not going to do that this time. 

Clerk said she was researching combining all the wards that vote at the town hall into one reporting unit, which would require only 1 machine instead of 2. Oman thought it would be less confusing, wouldn’t have ballots put in the wrong machine and be more cost effective,  but was looking for any concerns the board might have. 
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Oman said she has enough money in the budget to purchase 1 machine this year and would put the other machine in the budget next year if the board thought appropriate. Oman stated the cost of a machine is now $6,200.00

Oman said it would probably mean having less poll workers and she would probably split the poll book alphabetically, which would be larger due to combining the wards, to prevent long lines. 

Oman said she would be discussing this with the county if the board had no problems with her pursuing this. Consensus of the board was to move forward. 

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports –

Fleming was attending a LKMD meeting on the 24th. 

Oman reminded the board about the Board of Review and asked is she should set the town board agenda right after the BOR. Oman also reminded the board about the WI. Town’s Convention. 

Herrick said he had a board of adjustment meeting. 

Morris stated

· He would be attending a Waukesha County Chairperson Meeting on Sat.

· Morris said he received a thank you for the town’s contribution to the County Dog Park in Nashotah.

· Reminded the board about the town’s convention.

· Stated the Board should let the Clerk know if they were attending the NLFD annual picnic, so she can post a notice. 

Operator’s Licenses – A motion was made to approve Thomson and Lenling by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Lichte. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Fleming to adjourn, second by Lichte.
