Town Board Meeting 

Minutes of August 25, 2009 

· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 6:05p.m. 

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris 

· Minutes of August 11th, 2009 town board meeting. 

A motion was made by Fleming to approve, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisors Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Tim Klink and Deputy Jensen 

Citizen Comments and Concerns: None 

Old  Business:

Information/Update on Compost Site, Town of Lisbon - Nawrocki presented a copy of the agreement between Lisbon and Sussex as a sample. Nawrocki stated that if the Town entered into an agreement with Town of Lisbon, they would need the following: 

· Permission from Payne & Dolan for the use of the site.

· Costs would be 1/3 rd of the operating expenses $3,987.72 plus $1000 rent per year to Payne and Dolan. There would also be a $20.00/user fee paid to Lisbon.

· Town would create their own ID card and could charge an administrative fee

Lichte asked if the town would be responsible for the worker’s compensation per 66.031? It was said it was part of the wages. 

Herrick asked for clarification of the hours. Morris said all day Sat. and a ½ day on Monday. Nawrocki said the site was open 7 months out of the year. 

Lichte asked if that would eliminate 1 person from the transfer station? Morris said for sure the extra person on brush day. Nawrocki said the Town wouldn’t have to look for another site to put the brush on. Lichte asked if there were any options with the Town of Oconomowoc. 

Nawrocki will check on a couple things and get back to the board. 

New Business: 

Library Addition & Renovation Project Draws (if needed) – None 

Hanson’s Pub – Extend Licensed Premise Outdoors, Sept. 26th Golf Outing – 

A motion was made by Herrick to approve, second by Fleming – Motion carried. 
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Approval of Rezoning Ordinance, Properties on CTH VV from B-3 to B-2 – Chapman showed map of six properties that were included in the rezoning. 

A motion was made to adopt the rezoning ordinance by Lichte, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Water’s Ridge Final Lift, Letter of Credit and Funding – Klink explained the final lift had not been installed in Water’s Ridge. Klink said there was approximately $30,000.00 left to draw on the letter of credit and the developer had agreed to pay for Abramovitz’s driveway. When the last draw on the letter of credit took place, there was enough in the letter of credit to finish the road. Since time has elapsed, the letter of credit is insufficient and the developer no longer has the funds to finish the project and the binder course has become compromised due to weather, road traffic etc. Klink explained that PLM would finish the road for $45,900.00, which leaves the developer, short almost $16,000.00. Klink said it would take approximately $1,500.00 in material to shoulder the road and there are past due engineering bills for $2681.00. The developer is talking to Ruekert & Mielke about the bills. Total amount short would be approximately $20,000.00.

A motion was made by Lichte to approve the town paying the additional money needed to complete the road, second by Fleming. 

Herrick asked if the road should be private and let the homeowners deal with the expense. Klink said the homeowners bought their homes believing this would be a town road. Chapman said the developers have no other money. 

Klink said he met with PLM two or three times. In those meetings they marked out the road where there were problems and decided they could bring the road back up to a 2% crown, wedge it and get a good proof roll. 

Chapman said if we bid it out again, it would have to start all over again with a spec. and competitive bid. 

Klink said it went through 3 winters. Morris talked about the French drain and the water levels and that the base was compromised. Nawrocki asked what we have learned so this doesn’t happen again? Klink said when the letter of credit was set it was sufficient. Time has elapsed and prices have gone up. 

Motion carried unanimous. 

A motion was made by Fleming to take the money needed to finish the road out of the general fund, second by Herrick. Motion carried. Nawrocki opposed.

Clerk Board & Attorney Reports: 

Lichte reported on the North Lake Management District Meeting. Lichte stated they voted 115-17 to approve the budget for additional funds for the second boat access proposed. Lichte said if they have everything in order by December 31, 2009 or the DNR goes back to the original plan. If everything was in order then the NLMD would have to vote on the funding. Lichte said the Monches Dam was a go in 2010. 

Fleming reported attending the LKMD meeting and Ken Belter is the new secretary. 

Oman reported she is waiting to apply for a lighting grant for the town hall and highway dept. 

Herrick said Klink took care of the benchmark at Moose Lake and they were happy. Herrick asked for some help for a parking problem on Hwy C by Carl Schurz Park. 

Nawrocki reported the library was closed until the Grand Opening on Sunday. 

Morris said Jim Fleming would represent the Town at the Grand Opening. 

Klink said the new truck was in and the body should be installed in the next 30 days. 

Clerk will post notice for the August 30th, Grand Opening. 

Operator’s Licenses – A motion was made to approve Bucheger by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion was made to approve by Herrick, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Fleming to adjourn, second by Herrick. Motion carried.
