Town Board Meeting

October 13, 2009

· Meeting Called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:02 p.m.

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of September 22, 2009 Town Board Meeting and Public Hearing. A motion to approve both of the minutes as printed was made by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisors Lichte, Fleming, and Herrick, Attorney Chapman, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Absent: Supervisor Nawrocki and Clerk Oman.

Also Present: Dave Dean, Paul Griffin, John Marchek, and Mark Adams.

Citizens Comments and Concerns:

Dave Dean questioned when the sheriff’s contract is up and stated he was not so sure if the Town needed to contract with the sheriff’s department when there already is a northwest cop in our area already. He would like the Town Board to look at this because he’s not sure if it’s money well spent. Chapman stated if the Town only had the northwest officer the citations revenue would go to the state and the Town would lose the revenue. Chapman said the Merton squad issues Town citations and the northwest officer would not zero in on local ordinances. Morris said the Town has a five-year contract with the sheriff’s department and it’s just at the end of the first year. 

Old Business:

Library Addition & Renovation Project Draws – Morris stated the September draw with the foundation is at $2,518.63 and the Town amount is at $10,463.80. Morris reviewed the 5% retainage and the balance. 

A motion to approve the draw was made by Fleming, second by Lichte. Motion carried.

Dan Jasiorkowski – Shenandoah Court – Hobby Kennel Permit as Recommended by the Plan Commission – Chapman stated the neighbors appeared at the meeting and in the order it states the neighbors being heard did not object provided the dogs to be housed in the kennel remain under control and not run at large and the dogs do not create a nuisance. Chapman stated the plan of operation is approved and they are limited to four dogs. Herrick asked who determines if the dogs are a nuisance. Chapman said the neighbors.

A motion to approve the hobby kennel was made by Lichte, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

Stone Bank Gardens – Hwy K – Amending Conditional Use Permit as Recommended by the Plan Commission – Chapman said the conditional use permit states the hard surface installation of the driveway shall be accomplished no later than the fall of 2007. Barth appeared before the Plan Commission asking for an extension on the time limit, and the 
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Plan Commission allowed an extension to September 1, 2011. Herrick questioned the signs on the fence. Chapman stated it was discussed at the Plan Commission meeting. 

A motion to approve the amended conditional use was made by Fleming, second by Lichte. Motion carried.

Zuelsdorf – Townline Rd – Reconfigure Existing Tax Keyed Parcels to Create 2 Legal Lots by CSM as Recommended by the Plan Commission – Herrick questioned if the County requires 5 acres and asked if the County has a say. Morris said the County development plan is 5 acres, but they waived it and the County doesn’t have a say when it comes to CSMs. Morris said the Zuelsdorf’s took a strip of land by metes and bounds and bought land from Dave Robinson.  Chapman states there was a provision regarding the remnant parcel added to the Zuelsdorf lot, but the Town never enforced it and the Zuelsdorf’s did not do a CSM, which they should have done. Fleming stated a contribution to the park fund should be made when one lot sells. Morris agreed.

A motion to approve the CSM was made by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance Sample for Roadway Signage – Herrick said something has to be done with the signs, they are all over the place. Lichte asked how would it get enforced. Chapman stated enforcement is a problem. Herrick stated if there is an ordinance anyone could pick them up. Chapman is to write an ordinance.

Proposed Ordinance for Enforcement of Parade Projectiles – Lichte said the Lion’s members asked him to bring this up to the Town Board because of safety to kids. Lichte questioned if this was something the Town could enforce. Herrick stated it would be hard to enforce, but good to have an ordinance. There was discussion on making the parade route longer. Morris requested Chapman to write something.

Clerk – Board – Attorney Reports – Herrick stated the BOA has a couple of after the fact cases with Waukesha County on Wednesday. Morris said he has a co-op council meeting with Waukesha County on the 26th at 7:00 p.m. in Room 350 at the courthouse and he might need someone to go for him. Lichte said if no one else can go, he would.

Operator’s License Approval – Wirsbinsky – A motion to approve the operator’s license for Wirsbinsky was made by Fleming, second by Lichte. Motion carried.

Voucher’s as Presented for October 6, 2009 – A motion to accept the vouchers was made by Herrick, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

A motion to adjourn was made by Fleming, second by Lichte. Motion carried.
