Town Board Meeting

Minutes of October 27th, 2009 

· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:00p.m. 

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris 

· Minutes of October 13th, 2009 meeting. A motion was made by Fleming to approve the minutes with the correction to the Zuelsdorf CSM to include the soil borings and pay the $1000.00 park improvement fund, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisor’s Fleming, Herrick, Lichte and Nawrocki. Attorney Chapman and Clerk Oman. 

Also Present: Judge Stern, Mr. Kolpack, Scott & Brian Bence, David Frazer and Deputy Jensen.

· Annual Report by Judge Stern –  Judge Stern stated the court was doing well after a slow start in the beginning of the year. Stern said the economy has an effect on the court too. Stern said the court is not expecting any future contributions from the municipalities, he said the court is running well. Stern spoke about court costs, overweight tickets, parking citations at Arrowhead. He also spoke about the OARS Program, operating after revocation and the WI. Community Services for drivers license restoration Stern said the administrative committee would meet on November 12th to set the annual budget. Stern thanked the Town Board for their time. 

Citizen Comments and Concerns: Mr. Kolpack, Parkview Ln., said he had a problem with the limitation on burning permits. He stated he checked other municipalities and wants a longer timeframe.

New Business: 

Library Addition & Renovation Project Draws – Clerk stated the Town Board approved 10,463.80 on the 13th, she said it should have been 10,463.80 in direct sales and $77,074.65 in public funding for a total of $87,538.45, which included the 5% retainage held throughout the project. Clerk said she has questioned $3,188.85 paid in excess of the 5% held and the library director is checking with MSI. 

Fleming made a motion to approve the amounts listed above and the Clerk to verify the additional $3118.85 requested, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Approval of Journal Entries – A list of journal entries was submitted by the Treasurer to the board for approval. Clerk stated they were entries corrected into different accounts. 
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A motion was made by Lichte to approve journal entries, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried. 

Resolution to Combine Wards at the Town Hall – Clerk stated the Wards at the Town Hall were being combined for reporting purposes, ease of ballots and less machines. A motion was made by Herrick to adopt the resolution, second by Lichte.  Motion carried. 

Resolution to Accept Roads in Whitetail Hills and Whitetail Hills #1 Subdivisions – Lichte made a motion to accept the roads by resolution for Buck Lane, Antler Cr. and Bobtail Court, second by Fleming. Motion carried. 

Ordinance for Roadway Signage – Herrick made a motion to approve ordinance, second by Fleming. Clerk asked the board to look at #6 and the requirement to send a notice by certified letter. Oman asked if that paragraph could be taken out to allow the highway dept. to pick up the signs without the notification. Morris had a discussion on different signs and value of those signs. Chapman said to table for now and he will rewrite the ordinance. Herrick withdrew his motion and Fleming withdrew his second. No action taken.

Ordinance for Parade Projectiles – Lichte made a motion to approve ordinance, second by Fleming. Motion carried. Clerk will publish.

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports – 

Nawrocki said there was a good synopsis from the WI. Town’s Convention. 

Chapman stated there was an order forthcoming dismissing the Fred Storm lawsuit. 

Morris reported on the WI Town’s Association Meeting on Wed. 

Chapman discussed a case about closed session minutes.

Morris reported on the letter received about the disturbances at the Polo Grounds for the Frisbee Tournament and the letter from Jim Huber (Polo Club) resolving the issues.  Morris also talked about a concern at the Monches Park, Car Show.

Vouchers – A motion was made to approve the vouchers by Nawrocki, second by Herrick. Motion carried.
