Jerry Heine reported on the status of the NLMD efforts to create a second launch on North Lake with the DNR. Heine said the 2 sites are still alive. Heine said the NLMD is receiving more cooperation from the DNR personnel in Madison. Heine said the NLMD signed a MOU (memorandum of understanding), but the DNR has not. Heine stated there were flaws in the environmental analysis of the Kraus property and the NLMD is challenging those flaws. Heine also said that Judge Ramirez never ruled on the easement.

Matt Neuman, Release of Restrictions on CSM 10522 to Create Building Site on Lot 1, Robin Lane as Recommended by the Plan Commission -
Neumann stated when the CSM was recorded the County said there would be no building in the PEC. Neuman said the property since then has been delineated again. Neumann stated the restriction would not be dropped, but will allow an area up to 15% for disturbance. Morris asked if the septic system would be in the 30,000sq.ft. Allowed. Neumann was looking at putting it in below the hill if allowed or yes it would be in the 30,000sq.ft. 

A motion was made to approve the release of restrictions by the County up to 15% as recommended by the plan commission, second by Lichte. Motion carried.
