Town Board Meeting

Minutes of December 22nd, 2009 

· Called to order by Chairman Morris at 7:00p.m. 

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris 

· Minutes of December 8th, 2009. A motion was made to approve by Fleming, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried.

Library Addition and Renovation Project Draws – Clerk said there were no draws but the Town had received two checks for work that was never done. 

Ratify Harmony Homes Developer’s Agreement with Change – Chapman explained that Harmony Homes was delaying their development until 2010 maybe 2011 with the economy.  Chapman said they have not started anything and asked that their letter of credit be released until the project starts up and at that time the letter of credit would be re-issued. 

A motion was made by Lichte to ratify the developer’s agreement, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Daley’s Woods Road Issues – Klink stated when Wolf Paving put the final lift in Shadow Pass, there were problems with the paver and it pulled the asphalt away without sealing with the stone. Klink said it was cold that day also. 

Wolf said it would be fine and offered a two-year warranty on the final lift.

Klink stated he believes there is a problem with the mix used these days, Super Pave. Klink said the Asphalt Association is coming out with a statement saying it is not a good mix for subdivisions because it is too porous and it cracks. 

Klink stated Wolf says it is fine but he doesn’t believe that and said there will be guidelines from the Asphalt Association about the mixes. Klink said in the future we probably would have to change our road specification. 

Klink stated he would wait until winter is over to assess the damage and then walk the roads with Wolf to see where the damage is and even then it good be years before the damage shows up. 

Town of Lisbon Compost Site Agreement – Chapman said the agreement meets the statutes and showed only one change under 1(b). Chapman would like the word change to: shall be notified by Lisbon. 

Lichte made a motion to approve agreement with change, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Treasurer’s Journal Entries – A motion was made to approve the list by Nawrocki, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Clerk Board and Attorney Reports –

Klink said the new truck arrived and the highway dept. took it out for a test run and they also put an automatic garage door opener in the salt shed.

Klink said they hired a part-time snowplow driver, Mike Brandt. 

Lichte talked about the NLMD meeting and the crematorium issue in Nashotah.

Oman said the Monches Rec. Club turned in an event permit for their Winterfest run by the Nomads. 

Morris reported on receiving $13,414.00 for the town’s share of the Smart Growth Grant. He also stated the town will be receiving $230,591.41 in transportation road aids in 2010. 

Operator’s Licenses – A motion was made to approve Lindert and Wallschlager by Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion was made to approve the vouchers by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Oman stated she would be doing the check run at the end of the year to gather all 2009 invoices. Motion carried. 

A motion was made to adjourn by Fleming, second by Lichte.
