Town Board Meeting

Minutes of June 9, 2009

· Meeting called to Order by Chairman Morris at 7:00 p.m. 

· Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Morris.

· Minutes of 5/26/09 Town Board Meeting and Board of Review. A motion to approve both of the minutes was made by Fleming, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried.

Present: Chairman Morris, Supervisors Lichte, Fleming, Nawrocki and Herrick, Attorney Chapman, and Deputy Clerk Claas.

Absent: Clerk Oman.

Also Present: Tim & Donna Klink, Jim Larson, Jill Rick (LCR), and 3 other citizens.

Citizen Comments and Concerns: Larson said the banner research had administrative and board input, but had little citizen’s input. Larson commended the board on the decision for the Transfer Station and suggested there be someone at the gate to check residency, and the Town should charge a dollar at the gate. Larson stated charging a member fee won’t work, but charging at the gate would give the exact count of how many people were using the Transfer Station.
Old Business:

Operator’s New License Application Procedure – Claas reviewed the operator license application and procedure. Chapman said the review process needn’t be formal if the applicant gets denied. The applicant would meet with the deputy, the chairman, and the attorney. Chapman said the Board can’t deny an applicant if the charges do not relate to the job. Nawrocki questioned if the deputy would look at the applications and stated the Town needs more backup than staff.

A motion to approve the bartender’s application form with officer’s review on the bottom was made by Herrick, second by Lichte. Motion carried.

New Business:

Library Addition & Renovation Project Draws – Morris stated the public funding draw was $101,076.00 less 5% retainage equaling $96,022.20 and $20,840.60 for direct sales for the public draw of $116,862.80.

A motion to approve the draw was made by Fleming, second by Nawrocki. Motion carried.

Town of Merton Banners – Morris said 15 Town of Merton banners and 29 holiday banners were bought with money left over from an enhancement grant.

Morris stated the Town had a short timeline to get the banners for the holiday, so each Town Board member looked at the banners and they informally had consensus, so the clerk was directed to order the banners.  Morris said to put the blame on him. Herrick also took the blame for the wording.

Morris stated the Town has two options. The Town can take down the banner and have nothing or keep them up and discuss new banners during the budgeting process. Fleming stated the Town money bought the banners, not North Lake money or Stone Bank money. Lichte asked if there could be private funding for new banners. Morris said it would have to be entertained and approved by the Town Board.

Clerk – Board – Attorney Reports

Morris said each board member is working on a different lake.  

Lichte said he toured the library and it looks nice.

Morris said the Clerk is in Maryland at the Homeland Security Institution for emergency management training.

Herrick said Moose Lake met last Thursday and Gondek introduced himself. Herrick said he has three BOA cases tomorrow at the courthouse.

Fleming said Lake Keesus is working with Yaggy Colby and a survey will be at the boat launch.

Operator’s Licenses – A motion to the operator’s licenses for Bohman, Conrad, Dost, Eubanks, Garcia, Gross, Rabas, Said, Schultz, Smeiska, Tetzlaff, and Kaiser was made by Fleming, second by Lichte. Motion carried. 

Vouchers – A motion to approve the vouchers as presented was made by Nawrocki, second by Fleming. Motion carried.

A motion to adjourn was made Fleming, second by Herrick. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:35 p.m.
